
Justanotherwhiteboy
tops Friday with 219.5

TODAY’S ACTION

Paul Hansma hadn’t planned 
to ride Justanotherwhiteboy 
in the Futurity. In fact, the 

CD Olena gelding, owned and bred 
by Bar H Ranche of Weatherford, 
Texas, didn’t have a rider, until 
Hansma’s mount, Max Donna, 
was injured.

“I’m on him by default,” said 
Hansma, who rode Justanoth-
erwhiteboy first to the herd in 
yesterday’s seventh bunch, and 
earned 219.5 points, in spite of a 
numb second cow and not enough 
time to set up a third cut. The score 
was the high mark for the day and 
the third highest score overall.

 “Dean Holden did all the 

work,” said Hansma, referring to 
the Bar H Ranche assistant trainer. 
“I just started riding this horse 
three weeks ago, and he just kept 
getting nothing but better. All that 
foundation was on him and all I 
had to do was go work him.”

Justanotherwhiteboy is a full 
brother to Cappuccino And Pasta 
($152,482), and half-brother to 
five other money earners, includ-
ing Dual Til You Drop ($101,312). 
His dam, Savannah White, earned 
$165,000 and six major non-pro 
championships and reserves with 
Bar H Ranche’s owner, Bobby Pid-
