Women rule!

Playin Tag, by Playgun, scored 225 points with Cara Barry to win the 2004 NCHA Open Super Stakes.

Barry, 22, is also the youngest rider to win the

NCHA Open Super Stakes, while Milner, the proud

rider to win the Super Stakes Non-Pro title.

“I've wanted to be a trainer since I was five or
six,” said Barry, the daughter of non-pro competitors
Tim and Sue Barry of Rockford, IL.

Barry rode Playin Tag, a Playgun daughter
owned by her mother, Sue Barry, to score 225 points



in the first of two bunches of cattle in
the finals. She followed Russ Westfall
on Jeeps Posi Traction, by Genuine Jeep,
and Guy Woods on Cat Ichi, by High
Brow Cat, both of which had scored 222
points.

“I didn’t know what to think,” said
Barry. “We were just going to go down
there and play it by ear. She felt great
and everything presented itself, so we
went for it.”

Gutsy Playin Tag, who won the
Open second go-round with 222 points
and tied for the win of the Non-Pro
Semi-Finals under Sue Barry, had been
to the herd just an hour before in the
Non-Pro Finals (with Sue Barry), where
she marked 207 points as the first horse
in the second bunch.

“We were worried that she was
going to be tired, but it seemed like
the second time, she didn’t feel tired at
all,” said Barry. “She just keeps getting
better and better.”

Playin Tag’s second cow was the
money cow. “I remember thinking
that yellow cow was never going to

turn away,” said Barry. “But she just
kept holding it and holding it.”

Sue Barry purchased Playin Tag
from her breeder, Randy Olson, last
July. Cara had already started her in
training for Olson as a coming three.

“She’s gritty and cowy and tough,”
said Cara. “It feels like my feet are
touching the ground. But it also feels
like I'm riding a huge horse because
she’s got so much confidence.

“That mare has given me so much
confidence and I think it goes both
ways. I've believed in her since she
was three.”

Milner’s Genuine Gold Cat

Mary Jo Milner, who holds the record as
six-time NCHA Non-Pro World Cham-
pion, was reserve champion of the 1984
Non-Pro Super Stakes on Happy Bar
Lynx. But Sunday’s was her first win
at a major NCHA limited age event in
Will Rogers Coliseum.

“It’s one of my goals,” said Milner,
who scored 220 points for the win
aboard Genuine Gold Cat. “I want to

do well in these aged events and I've
been working pretty Hard at it. I think
you have to work hard in anything
worthwhile. My husband has won every
major aged event and I want to win a
few of them.”

Milner’s husband, Jim Milner, won
the 1987 Super Stakes Non-Pro cham-
pionship riding Playboy Bee Jay.

Milner purchased Genuine Gold
Cat, by High Brow Cat, from Kobie
and Paula Wood last November. She
showed the filly, who was trained by
Kobie Wood, at the Futurity and the
Abilene Spectacular without success,
but felt more focused during the Super
Stakes.

“I'm definitely focused on the week-
ends,” noted Milner. “And when it gets
this bad, you have to get focused. These
cattle (at the Super Stakes) made you
get a little tougher.”

Scott Ferguson, NCHA Futurity
Non-Pro champion aboard Laredo Blue,
by Mecom Blue, was Super Stakes Non-
Pro champion with 216 points on the
Mecom Blue colt.

Ferguson, a rancher from Hemp-
stead, Texas, purchased Laredo Blue
sight unseen as a yearling from Betsy
Mecom, whose mother, Lannie Mecom,
owns Mecom Blue.
