Rapp and her husband, Phil,
bred Ruby Doo Too, by Dual Pep,
out of Playboys Ruby, the mare
that Phil rode to win the 1991
NCHA Non-Pro Super Stakes and
a co-reserve championship title in
the NCHA Derby.

“Being first in the herd, I give Phil
Rapp all the credit,” said Ferguson. “He
settled the cattle and did a really good

Ferguson qualified Coontail Cat
for the NCHA Futurity Open Semi-
Finals and was a non-pro finalist at the
Augusta Futurity.

“I’ve been kind of snake bitten on
her in the non-pro,” he noted.

“I could go down there on Laredo
Blue and throw my hand down and
get through any jam. This is really a
nice mare, I’ve just had to go through
a transition.”

Ferguson purchased Coontail Cat,
by High Brow Cat, as a yearling because
of his success with another “Cat”— Roy-
alty Cat, the mare he rode as reserve
champion of the 2002 NCHA Futurity.

“She’s grown up a lot,” he said of
Coontail Cat. “I've learned a lot with her
and I think I've become a little better
trainer. It’s hard to train your own. I
give Roger Wagner a lot of credit with
Laredo Blue.”

Wagner rode the blue roan stal-
lion, now owned by Buffalo Ranch,
Farmington, Utah, for Ferguson in open
competition.

had Bushaw, Weatherford, Texas,

drew eighth in the same bunch as
Ferguson. It was Ferguson who started
and sold Bushaw Jerryoes, the horse
Bushaw rode to win the 2001 NCHA
Non-Pro Futurity.

Bushaw earned 218 points in the
first round riding A Cat Above, a High
Brow Cat daughter that he purchased
at two from Don Hope, Ripley, Okla-
homa.

“She’s been a real talented mare all
year,” said Bushaw. “But she’s been a
little bit on the wild side. I'm just now
starting to get her figured out, I think.

“She has a big motor and lots of
ability. I've just been trying to get us
in tandem.”

Bushaw showed A Cat Above as a
non-pro finalist in the Memphis Futu-
rity, the Bonanza, the NCHA Super
Stakes, and The Non-Pro. Paul Hansma
also showed her for Bushaw as an open
finalist in the Breeders Invitational.

Bushaw also scored 215.5 yesterday
on Shortys Last Stretch, who has carried
him to the finals of numerous major
limited age events.

Dustin Adams, Logandale, Nevada,
scored 218 points in the fifth bunch
on MH Lay Down Lady, sired by Little
Dyno, a MillionHeir Sire.

Adams, 2000 NCHA Derby Amateur
champion aboard Justa Ginnin Miss,
and 2003 NCHA Non-Pro Gelding Stakes
winner on CD Fancy Chance, has accu-
mulated over $50,000 in NCHA earn-
ings aboard MH Lay Down Lady. They
won the non-pro divisions of the Brazos
Bash Futurity and the PCCHA Futurity,
as well as the non-pro co-reserve title
at the Suncoast Futurity.

Most recently, Adams was a finalist
at the Breeders Invitational.

“Lady is a neat horse and really spe-
cial to me,” said Adams, who raised MH
Lay Down Lady out of his first cutting
horse, Lady Sadie Solano.

“I broke her and trained her myself
with some help from Cody Hall,” Adams
noted. “She has a lot of the same inten-
sity and feel that her mother had.”

Adams’ family purchased Lady
Sadie Solano for $7,500, as a mount for
Dustin’s mother. When the mare bucked
his mother off her back, Dusty, then 13,
started riding her.

“I'showed her mostly in High School
Rodeo,” he recalled. “She lost only three
or four cows in her whole career, and
that was going to 30 rodeos a year.”
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Cartoonist Jerry McAdams, “that cow art guy,” is publisher of the Hico News Review and a nationally recognized artist whose favorite subjects are horses and
cattle.
