l. 2012 Nominations

1. To be held in late spring of 2012.

2. For four-year-olds (foals of 2008), all breeds, made eligible by their sire
being subscribed for the National Cutting Horse Super Stakes.

3. The 2012 NCHA Super Stakes will be held in two divisions: Open and
Non-Professional. Entry in the Open Super Stakes shall be made by
horse. A horse may be entered in both divisions. Note: Owners may
enter an unlimited number of horses in the Open Division.

4. Riders may ride a maximum of three (3) horses, two (2) of any sex and
one (1) eligible Gelding Stake horse, or may ride up to three (3) eligible
Gelding Stakes horses in each of the Super Stakes divisions. All geld-
ings that compete must be entered in the gelding stakes class (a
contest within a contest). All Open riders who have a third horse
will be required to submit rider changes/additions by 5:00 pm the
day before the open division first go-round begins. Any violation
of this rule will cause the rider to be disqualified from the contest, with
possible additional disciplinary action.

5. After a deduction of five percent (5%) to provide a breeder award,
the added purse for the 2012 National Cutting Horse Association
Super Stakes will consist of the remaining subscription fees received
for stallions having get nominated to this NCHA Super Stakes, less
$50,000.00 or twenty-five percent (25%) of the total added purse for
the Super Stakes, whichever is less, to provide a purse for the Super
Stakes Classic. The total subscription fees prior to sire award and
Super Stakes Classic deductions will not be less than $500,000.

10. Super Stakes Trials (Both Divisions):All horses entered will work in
the Super Stakes trials to be held before the actual Super Stakes pro-
vided they meet all previous stated requirements. The trials shall consist
of two go-rounds; conditioned, however, that at the conclusion of the
first go-round only the high scoring sixty percent (60%) with a maximum
of one hundred eighty (180), will advance to the second trials go-round
of the open and a maximum of one hundred twenty (120) will advance
to the non-professional (It will take a score of 181 or higher in either
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division to advance to the second go-round). All other horses will be
dropped from further competition. The top fifty percent (50%) with a max-
imum of sixty (60) horses that have competed in both go-rounds of each
division’s trials shall advance to the Super Stakes semi-finals of each
division. In the event that there are less than one hundred (100) horses
in a division of the trials, there will be no semi-finals for that division.
The number of horses to advance to the finals shall be equal to twenty
percent (20%) of those horses competing in the first go-round with a
minimum of ten (10) and a maximum of twenty (20). Those advancing
to the finals shall be based on the semi-finals score. One-half of the total
nomination fees for each division may be divided equally among those
horses qualifying for that division’s semi-finals, or where no semi-finals
is held for the division’s stakes. The Open semi-finals will pay a mini-
mum of $5,000 and a maximum of $7500. The amount of total money
to be paid in the semi-finals will be based on the number of horses to
advance without ties.

11. Super Stakes Semi-Finals (Both Divisions):

The top fifty percent (50%) with a maximum of sixty (60) horses entered
in the Super Stakes trials will be eligible to compete in the Super Stakes
semi-finals. If less than twenty (20) entries qualify for a division’s finals, the
purse shall be equal to the number of qualifiers multiplied by $1,000.

12. Super Stakes (Both Divisions):

Upon qualifying for the Super Stakes, horses will owe no further fees to
remain eligible. The remaining original nomination fees and the proportion-
ate share of the added purse will be paid in the Super Stakes. Premium
money will be paid to all finalists.

Scores made in the trials and semi-finals to be disregarded completely,
with scores made in the Super Stakes only to determine placings.

If two tie, first and second place premiums will be added together, and
split fifty percent and fifty percent equally. (There will be co-champions).
If more than two tie, all premiums will be split equally, the work-off will be
for prizes and the title. The premiums paid the remaining participants in
the workoff will be determined by adding the balance of the premiums
for these places and dividing them equally among the Co-Reserve
Champions.

13. Judges:

Five judges will be named to judge the event from those eligible judges on
the NCHA Approved Judges List who have indicated their probable avail-
ability. All judges will be under the direct supervision of the NCHA Director
of Judges and Shows.

14. Judging;

a. Each judge will score every horse and the highest and lowest scores
for each horse will be discarded. The total of the remaining three scores
will be the horse’s official mark.

b. No individual scores will be announced; however, unidentifiable photo-
copies of all judges’ cards will be posted.

c. All scorecards will be retained for three years and will then be destroyed.

d. Anyone making remarks referring to the score or scores given any
horse to a judge, a judge monitor, or to his or her companion or family
will be given an immediate hearing by the appropriate committee and,
if deemed guilty, will be disqualified, forfeit any money won and barred
from the arena.

e. The NCHA Adjusted Monitor System, and all rules and policies set forth
by that system, will be used.

15. After the official announcement of horses qualifying in each division for the

Super Stakes semi-finals or the Super Stakes finals. THERE SHALL BE
NO ADDITIONS OR SUBSTITUTIONS FOR ANY REASON. If a qualify-
ing horse is unable or prevented from competing, the owner thereof shall
be responsible for payment of any additional fees owed.

16.All rules of the National Cutting Horse Association not in direct conflict with

the rules of the National Cutting Horse Super Stakes, as published herein,
or amended in accordance with Super Stakes Rule #17, shall apply.

17. Judges: Five judges will be named to judge the event from those eligible

Super Stakes Classic Trials (Both Division): All horses entered

will work in the Super Stakes Classic trials to be held before

the actual super Stakes Classic provided they meet all previous
state requirements. The Trials shall consist of two go-rounds;
conditioned, however, that at the conclusion of the first go-round
only the high scoring sixty percent (60%) with a maximum of one
hundred twenty (120) of the horses in each division will advance
to the second trials go —round. (It will take a score of 181 or
higher in either division to advance to the second go-round).

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AMATEUR

Certain Non-Professionals within this Association may be classified as Amateurs. A member of this Association shall be disqualified from being classified as an Amateur under any one of the
following circumstances: (A) the member has ridden or trained horses or horse riders astride for remuneration, directly or indirectly; (B) the member has assisted in training horses or horse
riders astride for remuneration, directly or indirectly; (C) the member is married (or had a co-habitational relationship) or has been married (or had a co-habitational relationship) to a person
who is engaged or has been engaged in activities that would require that person to be classified because of the activities then occurring as a professional by the provisions of Rule 51.a.3; (D) the
member has resided with a person who is engaged or has been engaged in activities that would require that person to be classified because of the activities then occurring as a professional by
the provisions of Rule 51.a.3; (E) the member has resided with or on the premise with a parent, step-parent or foster parent of the member who was, during the time of the member’s residency,
a Professional; (F) the member is directly or indirectly employed by a Professional and performs the duties of employment on the premises of a horse training operation astride a horse; (G) the
member has been an apprentice cutting horse trainer at any time, or ever in their life been a trainer or assistant trainer of cutting horses and (H) the member has received more than $100,000
($50,000 Limited Age/$50,000 Weekend) in eligibility lifetime NCHA cutting horse earnings. See Amateur Rules for details.

Amateur 5-Year/$15,000 Exception: An applicant may be granted amateur status if (A) the applicant for the (5) five year period prior to the date of application: (i) has not been married to
a person who is engaged in activities that would require that person to be classified as a professional by Rule 51.a.3 because of activities occurring during the previous (5) five year period
(ii) has not resided with or on the premise with a parent, step-parent or foster parent who was, during the previous (5) five year period, a Professional; (iii) has not been directly or indirectly
employed by a Professional and performed the duties of employment on the premises of a horse training operation astride a horse; AND (B) the applicant has not won $15,000 in cutting horse
competition of all types. This includes winnings in all breed associations and any and all cutting competitions by whom such competitions are produced, sponsored or approved.

Amateur 10-Year/$15,000 Exception: An applicant may be granted amateur status if the applicant has previously trained horses astride, but only under the following criteria: (A) the
applicant has never been involved as a trainer or assistant trainer of cutting horses for direct or indirect remuneration in any amount. (B) the applicant has not been involved in any equine
training activities astride a horse for the most recent (10) years prior to the date of application, AND (C) For the time period prior to the date of application, the applicant was involved in
training horses (other than cutting horses) astride but has not received in excess of $15,000 total from direct or indirect remuneration for training horses astride and from earnings in any
competitions in any equine discipline(s).

Senior Amateur Exception. A member may apply for Senior Amateur status if at the time of the application: (A) the member has reached 60 years of age; (B) has less than $200,000 in
lifetime earnings; AND (C) meets all non-monetary requirements for amateur status stated in NCHA rules. If the member is granted Senior Amateur Status, the amateur eligibility cap will
be raised to $200,000. The LAE and Weekend split increase from $50,000/$50,000 to $100,000/$100,000. At the end of the point year in which the member reaches $100,000 in winnings in
LAE events, he/she will no longer be eligible to compete as an amateur in those events. At the end of the point year in which the member reaches $100,000 in winnings in weekend events,
he/she will no longer be eligible to compete as an amateur in those events. At the end of the point year in which the member reaches $200,000 in lifetime earnings, he/she will no longer be
eligible for Amateur status.

NON-PROFESSIONAL

A Non-Professional in this Association is a person who has not received direct or indirect remuneration to work in any manner in the following activities on the premises of a cutting horse
operation: showing, training or assisting in training a cutting horse or cutting horse riders. For purposes of this rule, a cutting horse training operation is any facility where cutting horses are
trained. Any person who has trained horses astride in any equine discipline for direct or indirect remuneration shall be considered a professional by this Association, with the exception of those
who have been granted a change of status since January 1, 1997, from professional to non-professional.

Non Pro 5 Year/$10,000 Exception:

(A). The person has not performed any duties or acts which could be considered as “training of cutting horses”, or horses of other equine disciplines, nor has the person received any
remuneration, direct or indirect, for performing the duties or activities normally associated with any phase of training horses for the five year period prior to the date of the application for Non
Professional classification under this provision; and, (B). The person has not won in their lifetime more than 10 thousand dollars ($10,000) in combined total earnings from NCHA events
(defined as NCHA Lifetime Earnings) and earnings from any other equine discipline (excluding any Non- Pro money won in equine events other than in NCHA).

Non Pro 10 Year/$25,000 Exception:

(A). The person has not performed any duties or acts which could be considered as “training of cutting horses”, or horses of other equine disciplines, nor has the person received any
remuneration, direct or indirect, for performing the duties or activities normally associated with any phase of training horses for the ten-year period prior to the date of the application for Non
Professional classification under this provision; and, (B). The person has not won in their lifetime more than 25 thousand dollars ($25,000) in combined total earnings from NCHA events
(defined as NCHA Lifetime Earnings) and earnings from any other equine discipline (excluding any Non- Pro money won in equine events other than in NCHA).

Senior Limited Non Pro Exception. A member may apply for Senior Limited Non Pro status if at the time of the application: (A) the member has reached 60 years of age; (B) has less
than $400,000 in lifetime earnings; AND (C) meets all non-monetary requirements for non pro status stated in NCHA rules. If the member is granted Senior Limited Non Pro Status, the
limited non pro eligibility cap will be raised to $400,000. At the end of the point year in which the member reaches $400,000 in lifetime earnings, he/she will no longer be eligible for Senior
Limited Non Pro status.

Any person applying for Amateur and/or Non Pro status under any one of the Exception rules shall obtain a Exception Application from the NCHA membership department (t/his is
a different application than what is available on-line or in the Chatter), complete the application, have it notarized and signed by a director and return the
application to the NCHA office for review by the Non Pro Amateur Review Committee and shall also provide the NCHA any and all additional information as the NCHA may request related
to documenting the status of the applicant. Failure by the applicant to comply with requests for information from the NCHA will result in denial of the application. There is no right to a
specific classification and classification may be granted based upon an evaluation of all circumstances considered relevant by the NCHA. The decision on exemption applications shall be
made by the Non Pro Amateur Review Committee. The applicant can appeal any adverse decision of the Non Pro Amateur Review Committee to the Executive Committee, whose decision
will be final and binding.
