	 (a.) Any horse shown in the Open or Non-

Professional division of the NCHA World 
Championship finals and finishing in the Top 15 
in the final standings (point year plus World Finals 
earnings) is ineligible to show in the National 
Championships in any class during the same year. 
(b.) Horses that qualify in any Open class, 
Novice class for the National Championships, 
either through an Area or Affiliate, may be 
shown at the Championships by any Open rider 
or owner. The previous ownership of the horse 
and any honors won by the horse, other than 
competing at the NCHA World Championship 
Finals, shall not exclude the current owner 
or any trainer from showing said horse; 
(c.) Owners and riders must be current members. 
(d.) A rider’s and horse’s eligibility is determined 
as of November 13th (last day of point year) with 
the exception of Non-Professional and Amateurs 
who must hold a current Non-Professional/

7.	 The Championships will consist of one go-round 
and Finals. Rule 8 may be amended for any class 
having less than 20 entries.
