Entry deadline coming up
The top 50 money earners in each class at the end of the point year will be 

invited to participate in the event. However, if someone is unable to accept 

their invitation, that will open a slot for the next highest money-earner in the 

year-end standings provided that qualifier finishes the year in the top 100.

Anyone who is currently ranked in the Top 100 in their class is encouraged 

to send in their entry.

“October and November have become some of the most exciting months 

on the calendar as cutters try to strengthen their position in the year-end 

standings,” said NCHA Executive Director Jeff Hooper. 

Entries for the NCHA World Finals are due December 1. There will be a 

10-day postmark grace period. Qualifiers will be determined by December 

19 and refund checks for non-qualifiers will be mailed by December 22.
