 Drummond is especially proud 
of Lizzabella because she is from 
the second crop of Lizzys Gotta 
Player who, like Moms Stylish 
Babe and Stylish Mom, was bred 
and raised on Drummond Ranch 
near Pawhuska, OK.

Mary Bradford had already been to the 
herd five times before her 218.5-point 
performance yesterday aboard Shesa 
Desi Rey. She had scored 215.5 and

213.5, respectively, to qualify Shesa Desi 
Rey for the Open Semi-Finals. She also 
qualified Didgeridually for the Open 
Semi-Finals with scores of 216 and 214, 
and marked 216 on her in the Non-Pro 
round yesterday morning, as well.
 “It’s been very exciting,” said Brad-
ford of the past nine days. “I’m just 
lucky that I have a husband who can 
pick a good horse and a trainer like Paul 
Hansma who can train them.”
 Mary’s husband, Milt, is a partner 
in Western Bloodstock, which produces 
all of the NCHA sales, including the 
Futurity Sales. Mary, a certified public 
accountant, counts the auction company 
among her clients.
 “We’re too busy with sales to spend 
a lot of time with the horses,” Bradford 
said. “I rode both of my horses just 
twice before the Futurity started. But 
they’re so well trained, they make me 
look smart.”
 It was Milt who spotted Shesa Desi 
Rey at the EE Ranches Production Sale, 
which was managed by Western Blood-
stock. 
 “It was one of those spur of the 
moment things,” Mary explained. “Milt

saw her when she was selling and 
looked over at me and told me to watch 
her. I had never laid eyes on her before, 
but he bought her and he was right.”
 The Bradfords paid $25,500 for 
Shesa Desi Rey, a Dual Rey daughter out 
of Commandas Wilson, the earner of 
$130,000. She is a half-sister to Wild Cat 
Wilson, Non-Pro Super Stakes reserve 
champion under Elizabeth Queen, and 
Commandas Poppinpeppy, dam of major 
limited event earners Horse For Divorce 
and Sin City Nights.
 The Bradfords purchased Didgeridu-
ally, by Dual Pep, from Bar H Ranche, 
where she was in training with Paul 
Hansma.
 “They both just really want to cut,” 
said Bradford. “The first go-round of the 
open, the cattle were really tough and it 
didn’t bother them a bit. Good training 
shows when you get bad cattle and (the 
horse) takes over for you.” 

Jolly good
Angie Jolly, Zachary, LA, was nervous 
about her draw as the next-to-last rider 
in the second bunch. She was also a bit 
anxious about showing for the first time 
in Will Rogers Coliseum. But the biggest 
reason for her pre-show jitters was the 
fact that she had not shown in a year 
and a half – since she moved here from 
her native Australia.
 “I didn’t sleep at all last night,” said 
Jolly, who scored 218.5 points on Dua-
lins Classy Jewel, to tie for second on 
the second day of Non-Pro competition. 
“Once I got over the time line though, I 

didn’t feel nervous any more.”
 Jolly and her husband, trainer Greg 
Jolly, purchased Dualins Classy Jewels 
from GCH Land and Cattle Co., Weath-
erford, TX. GCH owns the mare’s sire, 
Dualin Jewels, and her dual grandsire, 
Lenas Jewel Bars. The Jollys had been 
impressed with Lee Garner’s Lenas 
Jewels Bars daughter, Madamn Creeper, 
when they saw her at Garner’s in Janu-
ary (Garner scored 217.5 on Madam 
nCreeper yesterday). 
 “We were looking for something for 
us and I told Greg we should go to GCH 
and have a look because we loved Lee 
Garner’s mare so much,” said Jolly. “We 
saw Dualins Classy Jewels work and 
took a bit of a gamble and bought her, 
and we’ve been really, really happy.”
 Jolly cut just two cows yesterday and 
worked to the buzzer. “That mare has a 
lot of expression and she can really get 
across a cow,” she noted. “I’ve ridden 
a lot of horses, but I’ve never ridden 
anything as quick and as strong as this 
mare. She’s difficult to ride. If you’re not 

really pushing on the horn and sitting 
down right, its pretty scary. But she can 
get in and out of there quick.”
 While this is Jolly’s first time to 
show in Fort Worth, she’s a veteran in 
Australia, where she won the ACHA 
Non-Pro Derby and placed third in the 
Futurity aboard a horse bred by her par-
ents. When Jolly was growing up, her 
father, Graham Whyt, managed Miranda 
Downs, a 3,000 square mile station with 
35,000 head of cattle in the north of 
Queensland. When she was just five, 
Jolly accompanied her father and the 
drovers on a two week cattle drive.
 “I love the cattle as much as I do the 
horses,” she said. “That is why I am so 
attracted to cutting.”
