three scores. Thirteen-year-old 
Blaze Cogdell, Tulia, TX, topped 
the day with 219 points on Shad-
owcatchin Cattin, the stallion his 
father, Dick Cogdell, rode to qual-
ify for the Non-Pro Semi-Finals.
 “They were giving me fits 
because I had a miss on him and 
he didn’t have a miss with Blaze,” 
said Dick, with a smile. “He’s 
doing better on him than I am. 
 “I was proud of him. He’s 
worked him at home some.”
 Dick Cogdell purchased Shad-
owcatchin Cattin, by Cattin, as a 

yearling. He had planned to bid 
on the colt, when he went under 
the hammer at the NCHA Futurity 
Sales. But Blaze was competing 
in the Amateur Semi-Finals at the 
time Shadowcatchin Cattin sold 
and Cogdell missed the auction. 
After the sale, he tracked down the 
purchaser and bought the horse. 
 Cogdell was attracted to the 
red roan colt because his family 
had raised Cattin, who is out of 
the great producer Lynx Melody, 
owned by Cogdell’s late father, 
Billy. It was his grandfather’s 
mare, Shania Cee, who Blaze rode

Visiting Brazilian judges Aquinaldo Gotardi, Luiz Paulo, and Paulo Tabagara will take turns practice scoring 
from the “sixth judge’s box “ again, today.

 “I didn’t get along with her too well 
at first,” she said. “It was a little rough. 
But Terry (Riddle) told me she was a 
show mare and to just take a deep breath 
and be confident. So I tried what he said 
and I had a really nice run.”
 Riddle trains all the horses for Ster-
ling’s parents, David and Stacie McDa-
vid. David rode Dmac Boss Lady in the 
Non-Pro division, and Stacie qualified 
for the Non-Pro Semi-Finals on DMac 
La T Da.
 “I ride like my mom, but my dad 
and I tend to get along with the same 
horses,” Sterling noted. “We show the 
same horses a lot and it seems to work 
pretty well.”
 Sterling, who has been showing for 
three years, credits Terry Riddle and Sam 
Turner for helping her get to this point, 
although she found riding a three-year-
old much more taxing than her six-year-
old gelding.
 “I was a little bit shocked at how 
much you have to do,” she admitted. “I 
have to keep my gelding up, but I wasn’t 
expecting to have to do as much work as 
I had to do (with DMac Boss Lady).”
 In addition to riding, Sterling also 
participates in soccer and kick boxing. 
 “With kick boxing you have to read 

the people you are competing against 
and watch them so you don’t get hit,” 
she explained. “That’s kind of how it is 
with cutting. You have to make sure that 
cow’s not going to run over you or push 
you too far. You have to watch that cow 
constantly.”

High marks for Brazilian judges
For Luiz Paulo, Paulo Tabagara and 
Aquinaldo Gotardi, it was a dream come 
true to be able to come to Fort Worth 
and sit in the sixth judge’s box at the 
NCHA Futurity.
 “It’s a fantastic experience,” said 
Paulo, an equine veterinarian, who owns 
and operates a veterinary hospital in 
Brazil, where he specializes in breeding 
and sports medicine. 
 All three men are NCHA-approved 
judges in Brazil, but they wanted an 
opportunity to test their skills against 
the best judges the sport has to offer. 
Both Aquinaldo and Tabagara work in 
the Brazilian agricultural industry.
 “It’s a great honor for us and the best 
experience in our professional lives,” 
said Paulo, who noted that cutting has 
become the number one horse sport in 
Brazil. ★
