 Wesley and Beau’s father, Jody, won 
the Open Futurity in 1986 aboard Royal 
Silver King for Ken Myrick. This year, 
Jody rides Master Tommy Boy for Larry 
and Liz Stacy, as well as his own horse 
Barmaids Cat; both horses are sired by 
High Brow Cat.
 Ronnie and Tag Riceare the only 
back-to-back father & son team to have 
won NCHA Futurity Open champion-
ships. Ronnie won in 2001 riding San 
Tule Freckles, owned by Flying M Ranch, 
and Tag followed in 2002 aboard Chiq-
uita Pistol, owned by Tooter Dorman.
 Buster Welch is the only rider in 
NCHA history to have won back-to-back 
Open Futurity championships — in 1962 
on Money’s Glo, the first Futurity cham-
pion, and in 1963 aboard Chickasha Glo, 
both owned by the late C.E. “Charlie” 
Boyd Jr.
 Sandy Bonelli, last year’s Non-Pro 
Futurity winner is a three-time Futurity 
champion, although never in successive 
years. 
 Bonelli won her first title in 1989 
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riding Bella Coquette, after capturing 
reserve in 1986 on HBD Commander 
Gal. She also won the championship in 
1997 with Shakin Flo, and was last year’s 
leader on Midnight Rondeevous.

Dam good
Autumn Boon DNA is the only mare with 
three entries in the Open division: Abso-
lutely Stunning, by Smart Little Lena, 
ridden by last year’s reserve champion, 
Roger Wagner, for Freeman and Manion; 
Bedevil, by Smart Lil Ricochet, ridden 
by Lane Chance for Two Hat Quarter 
Horses; and Im Countin Check, by Smart 
Lil Ricochet, ridden by Matt Gaines for 
Tommy Manion.
