Phil Rapp was cautious with his cuts in 
the first go-round on Dual Smart Rey and 
marked 219. Yesterday, he took the same 
approach working deep in the seventh 
bunch and scored 221 points.

 “He’s just a heck of a horse,” said 
Rapp of the Dual Rey son owned by 
Strawn Valley Ranch. “Sometimes those 
kind of horses, once you show them one 
time, they figure out the game. I think 
he was a little more animated today and 
he had a little more crouch and freeze.
 “It’s been a while since we’ve had 
one like that. This horse has a lot of 
gears to him.”

 Dual Smart Rey was raised by 
Strawn Valley Ranch out of The Smart 
Look, dam of the earners of more than 
$740,000, including 2003 NCHA Futurity 
champion One Smart Lookin Cat. He 
was started by Corey Holden and came 
to Rapp in July 2003. According to Rapp, 
it was early in the spring this year, that 
the colt really started to shine.
 “He had an enthusiasm to work 
every day,” Rapp noted. “You didn’t 
have to work him. He came out and you 
developed him, when you worked him. 
He was an overachiever, so he had to 
be taught patience, but he always tried 
to do his job. And those horses are few 
and far between.”
 Rapp made his mark early as a 
non-pro competitor, often showing in 
open competition, as well, with such 
great horses as Playboys Ruby and Tap 
O Lena. After he won the 1999 NCHA 
Non-Pro Futurity on Cats Full Measure, 
Rapp turned in his non-pro card and 
has been a perennial limited age event 
finalist ever since.
 Strawn Valley Ranch is owned by 
Don Horton, founder of Horton Homes, 
the nation’s largest builder of single 
family residences.

Juney Boon
Bill Riddle wasn’t happy with his perfor-
mance aboard Juney Boon in the first go-
round, where he scored 214 points. But 
he made up for lost points the second 
time around.



 “I was really disappointed in the 
first go-round, when I got in a jam on 
the first cow and didn’t get my mare 
shown,” Riddle explained. “So I was 
kind of under the gun today and I drew 
where it would work.”
 Riddle worked second in the eighth 
bunch and found the Brahmas that he 
cut to be as good as he had hoped they 
would be. His score — 219.5 points 
— was the second highest of the day.
 “Just before we went down there,” 
Riddle recalled, “I said, ‘Why can’t this 
be fun every once in a while?’ And today 
it was.”
 Juney Boon is owned by Mike Rawis-
ter, Paso Robles, CA, but Riddle raised 
the Bodee Boosmal daughter out of BR 
Hold Everything, a Smart Little Lena 
daughter out of his wife Anne’s former 
show mare, Clarks Little Fanny.
 “She’s more like her grandmother 
than her mother,” Riddle noted of the 
red roan mare. BR Hold Everything was 
pretty wild. This mare is real cautious 
and smart. She doesn’t put a foot out of 
place very often.”
 In addition to her cow smarts, Juney 
Boon has a gentle nature that Riddle first 
witnessed when his six-year-old grand-
daughter, Ali, helped him ready the mare 
this summer.
 “Ali would crawl up on her and lope 
her and crawl back off and give her to 
me,” said Riddle. “That little mare has a 
lot of ire, but she’d let Ali do whatever 
she wanted to do with her all summer

 “She’s just a special little horse.”

Pretty Purdy Pistol
Winston Hansma took advantage of 
his first-ride draw in the third bunch to 
showcase Pretty Purdy Pistol with a 219-
point performance. He had marked 217.5 
points on the Pretty Boy Cat daughter in 
the first go-round.
 Pretty Purdy Pistol, owned by Car-
roll and Mark Baggett, Turkey, NC, was 
trained by Matt Gaines. Former Futurity 
champion Hansma was catch-riding for 
the local trainer, who qualified for the 
Semi-Finals yesterday on Special Nu 
Cat, owned by Crystal Creek Ranch, and 
Im Countin Checks, owned by Tommy 
Manion.
 “Being able to catch-ride behind 
Matt could be a little goldmine because 
his third pick is probably better than 
most people’s best horse,” Hansma 
pointed out. “She’s really a nice mare 
– smart and easy to show.
 “I never caught-rode at the Futurity 
before, although I have at some of the 
other aged events — with zero luck. But 
I’ve probably never ridden one quite as 
good as this mare, either.”

Wild Haired Cat
Richard Johnson earned his 219-point 
score on Wild Haired Cat one rider after 
Hansma’s performance. Johnson had 
marked 215.5 on the High Brow Cat 
son, owned by Barry and Jeanine Gray, 

Bartonville, TX, on Sunday. 
 “In the first go-round, we cut a really 
bad first and second cow,” he remem-
bered. “But he handled it like an older 
horse. He was a champ. Today, we cut 
him a little better and he got to show a 
little bit more of what he is.”
 Johnson purchased Wild Haired 
Cat as a yearling from on the strength 
of the colt’s pedigree. “When you buy a 
yearling, you don’t know for sure what 
you’re getting,” he said. “But he had an 
awful good mama.”
 Wild Haired Cat’s full sister, Miss 
Woody Two Shoes, has earned more than 
$130,000.
 “This is a special horse,” said John-
son. “He loves his job and he’s been an 
easy horse to train the whole way. He’s 
really been a pleasure to work with.”
 Johnson, who is located in Decatur, 
TX, was born and raised horseless in Fort 
Wayne, IN. It wasn’t until he moved to 
Arizona and went to work for a cow-calf 
operation that he discovered he had an 
affinity for horses.
 He started riding cutting horses with 
Don Taylor and went on to work for Pete 
Branch. “Pete’s program is really the 
foundation of my program,” he said.
 Dual Smart Rey currently holds the 
top combined score of 440, followed by 
first go-round winner CDs Nitty Gritty 
with 437.5. Pretty Purdy Pistol is ranked 
third with 436.5, while A Special Order 
Paint and Guys Little Jewel are tied with 
436 points each.
