 Dual Rey Rebel is one of two Dual 
Rey offspring owned and shown by the 
Rapps this week. Phil rides Tootsie Rey 
on Friday — Mary Ann will show the 
mare in Non-Pro competition next week. 
Phil also shows My Guy Rey, a Dual 
Rey-sired stallion, for Charles Burger on 
Friday. 
 “He was really going to be Phil’s 
horse,” said Rapp of Dual Rey Rebel. “I 
hadn’t ridden him much at all this year. 
But the mare that we bought from Linda 
Holmes (Tootsie Rey) has finished out a 
little better than we had expected. So we 
switched and Phil is going to show her 
in the open.
 Mary Ann won the 2002 NCHA 
Futurity Non-Pro Futurity on Little Janey 
Lena. Her score of 228 points is the high-
est ever marked in the NCHA Non-Pro 
Futurity Finals. Kathy Daughn holds the 
record in the NCHA Open Futurity with 
229 points scored on Royal Fletch, in 
2000.
 Phil Rapp won the 1999 NCHA Non-
Pro Futurity on Cats Full Measure. It was 
the only major event that he had not 
already won during an illustrious non-
pro career. Rapp hung out his shingle as 
a public trainer in 2000.

Bitty Little Lena
“It was a pretty smooth deal; kind of

217.5-point run yesterday aboard Bitty 
Little Len,a midway through the fifth 
bunch. Cox rides the Smart Little Lena 
daughter for Lannie Louise Mecom of 
Avondale, CO.
 “I didn’t have to do a tremendous 
amount,” said Cox. “The cattle were all 
there where we wanted them and they 
were easy to cut. I didn’t have to over-
expose her or get her into any binds.
 “It was kind of a confidence builder 
for both of us. It makes me feel more 
comfortable with her and, hopefully, it 
makes her feel more comfortable for the 
next go-round.”
 Mecom, who was in the market for 
a Smart Little Lena daughter, purchased 
Bitty Little Lena at the 2005 NCHA 
Futurity 2-Year-Old Sale through Cox 
and Bernie Kirkland, who she asked to 
appraise the filly. At the time Bitty Little 
Lena was owned by the Shrontz Family 
Ltd Partnership and previewed by Eddie 
Howard.
 “Eddie told me she was green,” 
noted Cox. “But she looked very cowy 
and she was real quick. She had a lot of 
tools to work with and we just had to 
bring them along.”
 Cox is a two-times NCHA Futurity 
reserve champion – in 2003, on Twice 
As Reycy and, in 1996, on Royal Serena 
Belle, both owned by Gail Holmes.

Remembering “Doc”
Cutters often say that the best seat in 
Will Rogers Coliseum is on the back 
of a good horse. But the best seat in 
Amon Carter Exhibit Hall for the past 
two decades was just inside the main 
entrance, where Bobby “Doc” Earl was 
stationed.
 Earl, who worked for M.L. Leddy & 
Sons for 25 years, was famous for the 
shine he put on a pair of boots. He died 
on Wednesday, November 22, several 
weeks after learning that he had lung 
cancer.
 “There were people that wouldn’t 
let anybody but him touch their boots, 
no matter how bad they looked,” noted 
Andy Carter. “When I first went to work 
for Leddy’s, I went to Columbus for the 
Quarter Horse Congress and this guy hol-
lered at me to see if I wanted my boots 
shined.
 “I told him that I’d had them shined 
in Fort Worth and he said, ‘I’ll bet it was 
Bobby Earl who shined them.’
 “All I could think of was how does 
some shine guy in Columbus, Ohio know 
about Doc? But people would even UPS 
boots to the store for him to shine. And 
I’ve seen lots of people here hand him 
a $100 bill to keep for an eight-dollar 
shine.”
 No funeral arrangements have been 
announced, but Leddy’s is organizing a 
silent auction to benefit Earl’s widow 

and information should be available 
today at their booth in the exhibit hall.
 “Bobby told Wilson Franklin that 
he didn’t want anybody at his funeral,” 
Carter related. “And he didn’t want any 
flowers. He said that it’s Futurity time 
and everybody needs to go to work and 
carry on like nothing happened.”
