High Bobcat went from the 
bottom to the top yes-
terday with a winning 

222-point performance midway 
through the second set. Ridden by 
Salvador Cabral for Juan Ramon 
Zaragoza, the High Brow Cat son 
volleyed three cows like a pro, 
back and forth in the center of the 
arena, beating his first go-round 
performance by 9 ½ points.
 “I didn’t cut good in the first 
go-round and I knew I only had 
this chance to go back,” said 
Cabral. “This time everything 
worked.”

 Last year was Cabral’s first 
time to enter the NCHA Futurity. 
He had no experience with cut-
ting horses and he couldn’t speak 
English, when he went to work for 
former Futurity winner and World 
Champion Tom Lyons in 2001.
 “Tom was my first lesson guy, 
my teacher,” said Cabral, who also 
worked for Cookie Banuelos.
 “If I’d known he could ride like 
that, I would have had him ride my 
horses,” said Lyons with a grin, as 
he congratulated Cabral following

his winning run.
 Cabral purchased High Bobcat for 
Zaragoza as a yearling, from the colt’s 
breeder, Stephan Ralston, Ogden, UT.  
 “Everybody likes a High Brow Cat, 
so I thought I needed to get one,” said 
Cabral. “I am grateful that Juan Ramon 
Zaragoza gave me the opportunity to 
show him.”
 Zaragoza, an attorney and business-
man with residences in Mexico City 
and Nuevo Laredo, became interested 
in cutting horse bloodlines nearly 20 
years ago, when he inherited a ranch in 
Mexico. Since then he has acquired the 
former Shelton Ranch facility in Sister-
dale, TX, once home to Super Syndicate 
stallions of the early 1980s. Zaragoza 
has made the showplace into his own 
breeding and training facility — Zara-
goza Stables.

Smart N Catty
Smart N Catty faced the same options 
that High Bobcat did in yesterday’s com-
petition — come cutting or pack it.
 Ridden by Randy Holman for Sandy 
and David Sabey, Seattle, WA, the High 
Brow Cat daughter scored 219 points to

tie with Oh Cay Felix for the second-
highest score of the day.
 “It actually took a little pressure 
off of me because I knew I was going 
to have to mark at least a 17 or 18 to 
make the Semis,” Holman said of his 
frame of mind coming into the second 
go-round.
 “We had a little hickey in the first 
round and she scored 213 there. But she 
was real tight on a cow today and really 
paid attention and did her job.
 “I got two of the three cows we  
picked cut and just ran out of time before 
I got the third one, but luckily we didn’t 
need it.”
 Sabey purchased Smart N Catty, who 
had been started by Mitch Farris, at last 
year’s NCHA Futurity Select 2-Year-Old 
Sale for $80,000. 
 “He did a really nice job with her,” 
said Holman for Farris. “He was real easy 
to follow. I just keep showing her a cow 
and she just keeps working.”
 Holman, 50, lives in Big Fort, MT, 
where the Sabeys own a ranch. He 
rodeoed for nearly 30 years before he  
took up cutting seven years ago. This is 
his third trip to the NCHA Futurity. The 
first year that he came, he split 4th/5th 
in the Open Limited.
 “Last year, I just made the second 
go-round and that was the end of it. So 
we bought some horses before we left 
and went home and started on them.”
 Oh Cay Felix, by High Brow Cat, was
