Tassa Cat, a High Brow Cat 
son bred by two of the big-
gest names in Quarter Horse 

racing, topped Thursday’s compe-
tition with 218 points under Jody 
Galyean, late in the last bunch of 
the day.
 “It was a great relief to get 
him shown,” said Galyean, who is 
riding for his son Beau, who will 
show the gelding in the Non-Pro 
division. “I’d back-fenced a cow 
on my other horse, so it was nice 
to get down there and get through 
this run.
 “The horse is really athletic 
and tries hard. We gelded him 
back in the summer and it was 
a hard decision because he is so 

athletic, but I think we made the 
right decision.”
 Tassa Cat is the first performer 
out of Smart Little Tassa, by Smart 
Little Lena. He was sold as a year-
ling by his breeders, John Andreini 
and Vessels Stallion Farm, Bonsall, 
CA, to Michael Taylor, Whitesboro, 
TX. Galyean acquired him from 
Taylor last December.
 John Andreini, a member of 
the California Horse Racing Board, 
owns several world champion run-
ners. Vessels Stallion Farm, owned 
and operated by Scoop Vessels, 
is the home of Quarter racing’s 
all-time leading sire, First Down

Peppys Fancy Cat

Peppys Fancy Cat, a half-sister to major 
earner and non-pro limited age event 
champion Peppy Plays For Cash, earned 
yesterday’s second-highest mark with a 
217.5-point performance under Curtis 
Bass.
 “We cut what we had talked about,” 
said Bass. “The second cow kind of got 
under me for a minute, but she handled 
it. It’s the best I’ve done here.”
 Milo Kirk, the High Brow Cat daugh-
ter’s breeder, sent the mare to Bass as a 
two-year-old; Rick Beard purchased her 
early this year.

SR Little Badger

Tommy Marvin and SR Little Badger 
earned 217 points as the first entry in 
yesterday’s fourth set of cattle.
 “I’ve had high hopes for him all 
along,” said Marvin of the Smart Little 
Jerry son, who is a half-brother to Catsa 
Movin, the mare Marvin rode to place 
fifth in the 2001 NCHA Futurity, as 
well as to Clementine Dually, earner of 
$45,650.
 Marvin trained the colt and his 3-
year-old full brother, SR Little Jerry, for 
Darol and Karen Rodrock. Scott Brewer 
showed SR Little Jerry on Wednesday, as 
catch rider for Marvin, and scored 212.
 Marvin, who won the 2005 NCHA 
Futurity on Highbrow Supercat, also 
scored 215.5 points on Pretty Girl Missy 
for Burney and Carla Taylor.

Dash, as well as 11 other top Quarter 
and Thoroughbred race sires.
 Andreini and Vessels own a 2-year-
old half-brother to Tassa Cat named 
Fishorcut, by leading race sire Fishers 

Dash, a son of First Down Dash.
 Jody Galyean won the NCHA Futu-
rity in 1986 on Royal Silver King. Wes 
Galyean, Beau’s younger brother, won 
the Open Futurity on Spots Hot in 2004.



Miss Stylish Pepto

It took Bill Riddle a little while to loosen 
up and smile, after his 217-point run on 
Miss Stylish Pepto.
 “I cut a little black cow that I was 
mistaken about,” said Riddle. “It wasn’t 
the one I thought it was and she took 
a real hard run at me. The first thing, I 
had a miss and I thought, I’m going to 
get to go home.
 “Then my mare was spot-on the rest 
of the way and got me off the hook.”
 Miss Stylish Pepto, by Peptoboons-
mal, is owned by Glenn and Debbie 
Drake, who sold her full sister as the 
high-selling yearling, at $250,000, during 
the 2005 NCHA Futurity Sales. John 
Mitchell rode Peptos Stylish Miss to 
score 217 on Monday.
 The mares are out of Stylish And 
Foxie, who Riddle rode as a finalist 
(8th) in the 1996 NCHA Futurity, and 
as reserve champion of the NCHA Super 
Stakes. Glenn Drake rode Stylish And 
Foxie as amateur champion of the NCHA 
Classic Challenge.
 “This mare had a CD lesion and 
we started her ninety days late,” said 
Riddle. “So I’ve been worried all year 
whether she’s going to be ready or not, 
and then the first thing that I do is turn 
her loose on a cow running a hundred 
miles an hour. And she handled it. So I 
guess we’re ready. But it scared me to 
death.”
 Riddle also scored 215.5 on Wednes-
day riding Short Shorts for Jim Short.

It has been an “all in the family” kind of 
week for Shannon Hall, who scored 217 
yesterday on Dual With Lena for Dick 
and Kippi Cogdell.
 Hall won the 1999 NCHA Futurity 
on Shania Cee, owned by Dick Cogdell’s 
father, the late Billy Cogdell. Dual With 
Lena is out of a half-sister to Shania Cee, 
a leading producer of earners of more 
than $1.1 million.
 Earlier in the week, Hall also scored 

217 on Some Kinda Sweety, owned by 
Meredith McCullar. The Sweet Little 
Pepto daughter is one of three foals at 
this event out of 1997 NCHA Open Futu-
rity champion Some Kinda Memories. 
Bart Nichols scored 214 on Fernturity on 
Wednesday, and Clay McCullar will ride 
Some Kinda Twister in the Non-Pro.
 Hall is also proud of his younger 
brother, Shane, who is showing in the 
Futurity for the first time and scored 216 
on a horse that he (Shane) trained.
