 Paul Hansma, who is ranked fourth 
among all-time leading NCHA money 
earners, rode Hicapoo, the earner of 
$448,000, throughout her limited age 
event career.
 Hansma, manager of Bar H Ranche, 
home of Dual Pep and CD Olena, rides 
Dualapeno, by Dual Pep, in today’s first 
set of cattle. Hansma was champion of 
the 1996 NCHA Futurity on Playboy 
McCrae.

Pepto Olenas Dually

Sean Flynn rode Pepto Olenas Dually last 
in yesterday’s second bunch and scored 
218.5 points, which tied as the second-
highest score of the day.
 “My second cow wasn’t as good as 
I thought she was going to be, but the 
mare was really good,” he said. “I was 
really pleased with her. She’s super 
cow-smart and just a really good athlete. 
She’s good-minded and she’s been really 
easy to get along with.”
 Pepto Olenas Dually is owned by 
Edley and Sue Hixson of Deridder, LA. 
Although Edley placed third in the 1983 
Non-Pro Futurity on Village Idiot, he’s 
leaving the riding to Flynn at this year’s 
Futurity.
 “We put the best jockey on her here,” 
he said. “It made me nervous to watch, 
because it’s tough being in there last, 



but he did an excellent job and it went 
very well.”
 The mare is by Peptoboonsmal out 
of the Dual Pep daughter Olenas Dually, 
winner of $112,000. Breeder Jon Cates 
won Non-Pro championships at the 1998 
NCHA Futurity, and the Super Stakes 
and Bonanza on Olenas Dually. 
 Pepto Olenas Dually is the first horse 
Flynn has trained for Hixson. “Sean’s 
program is what appealed to me about 
this mare,” Hixson said. “I looked at his 
two-year-olds and we both liked her, so 
that’s how it came about.”

Peptos Bar

“We knew all along that this was a good 
horse and we were looking forward to 
this competition,” said Richard John-
son, who rode Peptos Bar to score 218.5 
points for Firebaugh and Foster Quarter 
Horses, Scroggins, TX.
 “He handled himself really well. He 
got just a hair out of sync and covered it 
right back up. He’s a very smart horse.”
 Stan Firebaugh and Rick Foster 
purchased the Peptoboonsmal colt for 
$90,000 at last year’s NCHA Futurity 
Select 2-Year-Old Sale from his breeder, 
Tim Montz of Wichita Falls, TX. Russell 
Harrison had started the colt.
 Peptos Bar is a half-brother to Nu 
I Wood, earner of $427,152 and dam 
of Special Nu Kitty, winner of the first 
go-round, with 227 points, under Clint 
Allen for Wrigley Ranches. Peptos Bar’s 
and Nu I Wood’s dam is Baby Nu Bar,

he really showed a lot of excitement, 
when it was time for him to work,” said 
Johnson. “He really enjoyed his job.

Being the last day 
though, there was a good deal of anxiety.
