NCHA proud to honor 2005 Hall of Fame Inductees 
Top riders recognized for their contribution to cutting 
  
(Fort Worth, TX) -- Roger Wagner has come a long way to be honored as a new 
inductee into the NCHA Riders Hall of Fame. About 8,773 miles would be a good 
estimate.  
 
Wagner hails from the country of Australia, the state of Victoria. Fact is, he was 
reared on an island off the south coast of the large country.  
 
“It is the last piece of land at the bottom end of Australia and it was called 
Tasmania South,” Wagner said. “The island is about 15 miles across and 10 
miles long.”  
 
Wagner’s dad had an 80-acre farm there, where he raised grain crops and cattle 
and horses.  
 
“It was a stock farm operation, but the whole family was interested in riding 
horses,” he said.  
 
Roger and his brothers, Michael and Peter, and his sisters, Wendy and Kerry, 
were all involved in the competition of training and showing horses. The 
foursome started out with pleasure horses and English riding, but Roger took to 
training cutting horses at age 16.  
 
“I got my first taste of cutting from a man named Graham Amos, and I knew right 
off it was something I wanted to be involved in,” Wagner said. “I learned real 
quick they were such a great breed and they were easy to get along with and to 
train.” 
 



Wagner became a pro trainer at 21, and although he spent about two years 
riding bulls, his love of cutting caused him to give up the rodeo sport. 
He reached the pinnacle of success in Australia, winning the Australian Futurity 
three times and the Derby five times. The NCHA Hall of Fame is his second such 
honor. He was named to the Australian Hall of Fame in 1997. 
 
Wagner’s friendship with another NCHA Aussie cutter, John Mitchell, ignited his 
interest in coming to America.  
 
“John had been over here cutting and had success at it; and he would come back 
home and tell me about his experiences,” said Wagner. “I finished some horses 
for him when he came back and we talked cutting all the time. He brought us 
some new stuff and it helped me progress.” 
 
The desire to improve and make more money prompted him to come to the U.S., 
where he started showing in 2001.  
 
“There was much more money to be made and the purses kept getting bigger,” 
he said.  
 
Wagner got off to a torrid start in NCHA competition. He was a finalist in 2002 
Super Stakes on Little Moria Red and finished a strong third on CS Dual Wood in 
the 2002 Super Stakes Classic. In 2004, he captured his first titles by winning the 
Memphis Futurity aboard James Vangilder’s I Sho Spensive and the Abilene 
Spectacular on Laredo Blue, which was then owned by Scott Ferguson.  
 
Wagner also took second in the NCHA Futurity and fourth in the Super Stakes on 
his favorite mount, Quintan Blue, also owned by Vangilder. Quintan Blue, sired 
by Mecom Blue out of Quiolena, by CD Olena, made the finals in both the Open 
and Non-Pro divisions in the 2005 Super Stakes. Vangilder rode the mare to the 
co-championship of the 2005 Derby. Wagner, who trains for Vangilder at the 
Rock Creek Ranch near Whitt, Texas, earned the Rider of the Year Award for his 
performances in 2004. He has lifetime earnings of 1.87 million.

5. Win one in category 2, plus two in category 3. 
6. Have combined earnings from category 1 and category 4 in excess of 

$500,000.
