 Jon Burgess, who won the day with 
219 points aboard Steve Anderson’s 
6-year-old gelding Las Vegas Lights, 
drew in the middle of the third bunch, 
following four riders who left the arena 
before their time had expired.
 “John Mitchell and I watched the 
cattle and went for what we thought 
were good and what felt good as 
I walked through them,” Burgess  
explained. “None of them really felt 
good, but I was able to stay in front of 
them.
 “I cut cattle that I thought my horse  
could hold and control. He’s either on or 
off. There isn’t a whole lot of in between 
on him.”
 Las Vegas Lights, by Smart Mate, 
was a high-scorer for Burgess in the 
Super Stakes go-rounds and is an APHA 
world champion cutting horse.
 “He can get too wild,”  Burgess 
noted. “But if you can keep him under 
control and thinking, he’s a great 
horse.
 “It’s fun to ride one that’s got talent 
enough to take you where you want to 
go. But if he gets to thinking too fast, 
he’s just like any other horse - looking 
for a place to take you out.”

division with 148. 5 points on Cat Sandy 
Lena. Cameron Thompson, Crossville, 
Tennessee, placed second with 148 

points riding Cats Rascal, while Ty 
Moore, Madill, Oklahoma was third 
aboard Zack B Quick.



One of the cutting horse industry’s 
greatest sires, Peppy San Badger, 

was put to sleep on July 8, 2005, in his 
paddock at King Ranch, Kingsville, 
Texas.  
 Because of Peppy San Badger’s  
advanced age and deteriorating health, 
King Ranch management and family 
members made the difficult but humane 
decision to euthanize the great horse. 
He was 31 years old. 
 Ranch management reported that 
Peppy San Badger, affectionately known 
as “Little Peppy,” had enjoyed relative 
good health until recently. Retired from 
stud duty to a paddock behind the Creek 
Barn, he ate well and was content to live 
a quiet life. 
 His last public appearance was 
last year, during King Ranch’s 150th 
anniversary celebration. It was on that 
occasion that Peppy San Badger  was 
reunited with his long-time trainer and 
rider, Buster Welch.  
 “It’s like we’ve never been apart,” 
said Welch, as he greeted his old part-
ner, who he had not seen in years.
 “He was the greatest horse I ever 
threw a leg over,” Welch noted. “He 
was so unusual in the fact that he had 
so much dignity, and he had the highest 
intelligence I ever saw in a horse. He 
was a pleasure to do anything with.”
 Peppy San Badger  began his career 
by winning the 1977 NCHA Futurity. 
He was champion of the 1978 NCHA 
Derby, as well 1979 NCHA Reserve 
World Champion, and won the 1981 
NCHA World Finals. He retired from 

the show arena with lifetime earnings 
of $172,710.  
 As a stallion, Peppy San Badger soon 
commanded a lead among cutting sires 
and remained at the top of the leading 
sire list for season after season. It was 
his progeny that helped establish King 
Ranch as the all-time leading breeder 
of cutting horses. 
 Today Peppy San Badger is ranked 
third among all-time leading sires with 
offspring earnings of more than $24 
million; third among paternal sires, 
with sons who have sired offspring with 
cumulative earnings of more than $45 
million; and third among maternal sires 
with daughters whose offspring have 
earned $16 million.
 Peppy San Badger’s bloodl ine 
remains predominant among the King 
Ranch remuda and the legendary stal-
lion will continue to have an important 
role in the ranch’s future breeding pro-
gram.  
 “He was a gift,” said Cody Crider, 
manager of the King Ranch Quarter 
Horse division. “You can plan and breed 
all you want, but you won’t get a horse 
like this on purpose, even though we 
will all keep on trying.” 
 Peppy San Badgers’ grave marker 
will stand at the King Ranch Headquar-
ters among those of other great King 
Ranch horses, including his sire Mr San 
Peppy, an NCHA world champion, also 
ridden by Buster Welch; Quarter Horse 
foundation sire Old Sorrel; and the great 
Thoroughbred Triple Crown champion 
Assault.

Six weeks ago, official NCHA show pho-
tographer Don Shugart woke to discover 
an insect had bitten him on the bridge 
of his nose, right between his eyes.
 Shugart didn’t think much of the 
bite until later that day, when he ran 
out of steam on the golf course with 
four holes to play and discovered that 
the spot between his eyes had begun to 
swell.
 Two days later, Shugart’s eyes were 
swollen shut and his wife, Jan, took him 
to the emergency room of their local 
hospital near Marietta, Oklahoma.
 “It kind of scared me,” Shugart 
admitted. “I couldn’t even wear a hat. I 
would just touch my hair and my head 
hurt. I couldn’t even lay my head on a 
pillow without it hurting.”
 At the hospital, Shugart learned that 
the likely culprit was a brown recluse 
spider, and the doctor warned him that 
if he didn’t control the swelling, he 
could lose his eyesight.
 “I lived in an ice pack for days,” 
said Shugart. “Finally, one afternoon, 
I could just barely see the TV. It was a 
golf tournament and I knew that I was 
going to get better.”
 Eventually Shugart’s wound split 
open and began to slough dead tissue. 
By that time, he had ordered a “brown 
recluse first aid kit” on the Internet and 
was taking a tonic prescribed to flush 
the toxins from his system.
 “I’m still not back to normal,” he 
noted. “The heat really bothers me 
and I get tired easily. But I feel really 
lucky.”
