“It was scary because the
cattle have been so sorry all
week,” said Hightower. “This
horse has won a bunch and I
don’t want to be the one to mess
up.”

Hightower, who drew fifth to
ride in the last bunch, following

scores of 204, 196, 0, and 199, has
been riding Laredo Blue for just
two weeks. The red roan stallion,
2004 NCHA Co-Horse of the Year,
won the 2003 NCHA Non-Pro
Futurity and 2004 NCHA Non-
Pro Derby, among other major
events, under Scott Ferguson,
Hempstead, Texas, and also won
in open competition under Roger
Wagner and Lloyd Cox.

“I was just hoping to get
through it,” said Hightower, who
saw plenty of action on some
testy cows yesterday.

Shepard also scored 217.5 as the last
rider in the fourth bunch on Widows
Tears, owned by Lauren Middleton,
Summit, Mississippi.

“She was really smart on those
cattle,” said Shepard of the five-year-
old daughter of Widows Freckles. “She
could have easily gotten out of position,
but she held some pretty tricky cows
and made them look good.”

Tears as open and non-pro finalists in
the NCHA Super Stakes Classic, and
Shepard was reserve champion on her
at the Breeders Inviational.

PRF Playguns Pep staked his claim
to fame last year as NCHA Non-Pro
Derby reserve champion (to Laredo Blue
and Scott Ferguson) under Lewie Wood.
When Wood learned Lloyd Cox had an
open slot in the Summer Spectacular
Classic/Challenge, he asked Cox to ride
the gray gelding.

“He’s a cool horse,” said Cox, who
had shown PRF Playguns Pep for Wood
a time or two before yesterday. “He’s
quick and a big mover, and a little
unorthodox and hard to ride, at times.
But he always wants to cut and he’s a
lot of fun to ride.”

Cox, who is ranked tenth among
cutting’s all-time leading trainers, with
$2.85 million, counts TR Dual Rey, Styl-
ish Play Lena, Dual Rey, and High Brow
Nurse among previous top mounts.
