FR Playguns Pep didn’t
Phave to get much done
yesterday to qualify for
the Finals, but coasting isn’t his
style. On Wednesday, the five-
year-old gray gelding scored 218.5
points under Lloyd Cox to tie for
third with Squeakys Playboy and
Austin Shepard in the first go-
round. Yesterday he marked 219
and claimed the highest aggre-
gate score with 437.5 points.
“This horse has been pretty
consistent,” said Wood, who rode
PFR Playguns Pep as reserve
champion in the 2004 NCHA
Non-Pro Derby. “He fits me and

he fits Lloyd. He has a working
style that’s very unique. He’s low
and quick with a lot of big sweep-
ing moves to him. He’s very gifted
athletically.”

“He’s a hard sonofagun to
ride though,” Wood noted. “He
drops down and sweeps, and he’s
so strong, he can just whip you
loose.”

Wood acquired PFR Playguns
Pep as a 2-year-old at the NCHA
Futurity Sale. He was attracted
by the horse’s eye appeal and by
the fact that he shared the same

Lets Dual The Twist

It’s been on-again off-again most of
her career for Lets Dual The Twist. But
yesterday she was spot on to win the
second go-round of Classic/Challenge
Open competition with 220 points
under Paul Hansma. Aristo Katz,
ridden by Clint Allen for Jack and
Susan Waggoner, placed second with
219.5 points.

“She’s been sore a lot of her life,”
said Hansma, who rides Lets Dual The
Twist for her breeder Bar H Ranche,
which also owns her sire, Dual Pep.
“She’ll make some finals and then we’ll

have to lay her off because she gets a
little sore in her suspensories.”

Hansma had marked 214 with the
6-year-old mare in the first round. “She
really wasn’t ready in the first go-round
here,” he explained. “She was a little
panicky feeling. I didn’t have a chance
to show her before this because she
wasn’t quite in shape, and I didn’t want
her come up sore.

“But she was really ready today.
Hopefully, we’ll get through the show
and she’ll stay sound.”

Lets Dual The Twist’s full sister is
Didgeridually, the earner of more than
$50,000, owned and shown by Mary
Bradford, Weatherford, Texas. Half-
brother Hick From Tennessee, by Doc’s
Hickory, is the earner of $38,000. The
three siblings are the only foals of Little
Twist O Lena, by Doc O’Lena.

“This mare has a little better stop on
her than Didgeridually,” noted Hansma,
who also trained Didgeridually. “But
they’re both nice horses - really intense
and scared of cattle.”

Bar H Ranche owner Bobby Pid-
geon is slated to ride Lets Dual The
Twist, with earnings of $23,000, in the
Non-Pro division on Sunday. Pidgeon,
drew first to ride in the first bunch on
Justanotherwhiteboy and third in the
same set on Lets Dual The Twist.

Paul Hansma is ranked eighth
among all-time leading trainers with
lifetime earnings of $2.9 million.
His previous mounts have included
Hicapoo, 1994 NCHA Horse of the Year;
Playboy McCrae, 1996 NCHA Futurity
Champion; and NCHA Super Stakes
champions Kit Dual and Bowmans
Fancy.
