The cattle were tough in the 
Classic/Challenge Finals, 
but Boon San Kitty was 

tougher. Ridden by Eddie Flynn 
for Alice Walton’s Rocking W 
Ranch, Mineral Wells, Texas, 
the gritty little mare scored 224 
points in her first show since win-
ning the Western Horseman Cup 
at Augusta, in February.
 “It’s all about heart,” said 
Walton of the 5-year-old mare she 
bred out of another great mare, 
Boon San Sally. The win was 
especially poignant for Walton 
whose brother, John Walton, 
was killed in a plane crash near 

Jackson Hole, Wyoming on June 
27.
 “She knew something was 
the matter,” said Walton, of Boon 
San Kitty, who seemed to share 
her grief the day that Walton 
learned of her brother’s death. 
“She has such a big heart.”
 Flynn rode Boon San Kitty’s 
full sister, RW Sally Cat, to score 
213 in the first bunch of cattle last 
night, and had drawn up as the 
fourth rider in the last bunch on 
Boon San Kitty. Dual Rey Me with 
221.5 points scored late in the

second bunch under Jeremy Barwick, 
was the horse to beat.
 “I wasn’t worried about the cattle,” 
said Flynn. “It seems like it really 
doesn’t matter what you cut on her. She 
just takes control and does her job.”
 Shortly after Boon San Kitty returned 
home from Augusta, she became cast in 
her stall and chipped the front of her 
right rear ankle. The chip was removed 
and she spent the next three months 
recuperating. 
 About a month ago, Flynn’s wife, 
Selena, and helper Candace Stevens 
began legging the mare back up; Flynn 
started working her on cattle again just 
two weeks ago.
 “To be able to bring her here (after 
her layoff) and have her do what she 
did tonight makes it even more special,” 
said Flynn. “I think I could have worked 
her three or four times and shown her 
and she would have been fine.”
 Walton has another insight into 
Boon San Kitty’s recovery. “I caught 
Eddie feeding her cookies,” she reported.

the whole time I’ve been showing her,” 
said Flynn, who rode Boon San Kitty to 
victory in the PCCHA Futurity, as her 
first out. “That’s pretty incredible with 
today’s cattle.”
 Boon San Kitty’s dam, Boon San 
Sally, the earner of $60,000, is one of 
cutting’s all-time leading producers 
with offspring that have earned over 
$700,000.

“She was so unhappy because she didn’t 
get to cut, so he was sneaking her cook-
ies.”
 Boon San Kitty’s Classic/Challenge 
win sent her earnings over $400,000. In 
addition to her multiple championships, 
she was also 2004 NCHA Horse of the 
Year.
 “She’s so determined to do her job, 
I think I’ve only lost one cow on her

Pooley pulls out the stops

Clint Pooley, 16, and Gun Smokes 
Wimpy, 21, made their second 

chance count yesterday with a 222-point 
victory in the Senior Youth Finals.
 Pooley rode Debbie Patterson’s 
great gelding to score 220 points and 
take fourth place in last year’s edition 
of the event. But Gun Smokes Wimpy 
almost didn’t live to see another cow 
in Will Rogers Coliseum. Last Febru-
ary he underwent emergency surgery 
to remove 33 feet of his small intestine 
and Patterson prayed she wouldn’t lose 
him.

 “They had never taken out that 
much before,” Patterson explained. 
“They didn’t know if he had enough 
small intestine left to absorb the nutri-
ents he needed.”
 Thanks to the handiwork of Jeff 
Foland DVM, Gun Smokes Wimpy sur-
vived.
 “They told Debbie she could start 
legging him back up and I got to show 
him for the first time,” Clint said. “He 
was awesome. 
 “Even though I was last, there were 
quite a few fresh cows left. My first cow 
was way back in the herd and it took 
some time to drive her up. But I cut 
my second cow a little bit off the top 
and worked it for 38 seconds until the 
buzzer.”
 Patterson admitted to having tears 
in her eyes, as she watched Clint and 
Guns Smokes Wimpy. “We didn’t know 

what he’d do,” she said. “We don’t work 
him and Clint just rode him twice on a 
cow before this.”
 Clint, the son of trainer Don Pooley, 
has been riding all of his life. He cur-
rently lives at DLR Stallion Station in 
Weatherford, which is managed by 
Patterson.
 Gun Smokes Wimpy,  by Gun 
Smokes Pistol, is cutting’s number four 
all-time leading money earner with 
more than $675,332. Patterson won the 
1997 and 1995 NCHA Non-Pro World 
Championships aboard the gelding (she 
was also 1987 Non-Pro World Champion 
on Jae Bar Maisie and Doc Lancaster) 
and won the NCHA Non-Pro World 
Finals on him three times (2002, 2000, 
and 1999).
 According to Patterson, Gun Smokes 
Wimpy is now officially retired. “This 
way,” she explained, “he goes out a 
winner.”
