Barwick and Vangilder
tie for go-round win

Score of 209 advances to second go-round

Jim Vangilder, Jackson, Missouri, tied for first and second in the first go-round of Non-Pro competition

on Sun Valley Shorty and Catting, respectively, and qualified Mates Irish Rose, as well.

im Vangilder scored a hat
Jtrick in the first go-round of

Classic/Challenge go-round
competition.

On Saturday, Vangilder scored
219 points on Sun Valley Shorty
to tie for the lead with Candace
Barwick on Dual Rey Me. He also
scored 218.5 on Catting to tie for
second with Elizabeth Queen and
Debbie Patterson.

Yesterday, as the third rider
in the last bunch, following two
riders who rode out before the
buzzer, Vangilder marked 217
points on Mates Irish Rose.

In the 2004 Super Stakes Clas-

sic/Challenge, Vangilder rode
Catting for just the second time,
and placed sixth in the finals.

“That horse feels wonder-
ful, when he’s doing what he’s
supposed to do,” said Vangilder
of the gelded son of High Brow
Cat, an earner of more than
$100,000.

Patterson marked yesterday’s
high score of 218.5 on Dos Palo-
mino, the 6-year-old full brother
to Sandy Jo Lena, the mare Pat-
terson rode to win the 1992 NCHA
Non-Pro Futurity.

NCHA Open Futurity champion
Some Kinda Memories, was euthanized
on July 6, due to complications from an
injury sustained four years ago, when
she was kicked on the knee by her
weanling colt, Diditinadually.

“It just goes to show that even inju-
ries that seem minor can come back to
haunt you,” said the 22-year-old mare’s
owner Shelly Mowery, w0 vinployed
the services of local veterinarians, as
well as equine podiatrist Ric Redden of
Lexington. Kentucky, tc no avail.

cutting by the late Fern Sawyer, one
of the founders of the National Cut-
ting Horse Association, acquired Some
Kinda Playgirl in 1989 from Larry and
Elaine Hall of Weatherford. The follow-
ing year, she purchased the mare’s full
sister, Special Freckles. Both mares are
out of one of the last living daughters of
Doc Bar — Docalady, whose foals have
earned nearly $500,000.

Some Kinda Playgirl was six when
Mowery bought her, and had already
compiled quite a list of accomplish-
ments. Mowery continued to show her
in limited age events, racking up four
major wins before she retired her with
earnings of $88,560.

Some Kinda Playgirl’s first foal,
Some Kinda Headacre, was by Bob
Acre Doc; the second foal, Some Kinda
Memories, was a Smart Little Lena
daughter who shared the same birthday
as Fern Sawyer.

“Some Kinda Memories was a
preemie - she was two weeks early,”
Mowery remembered. “When she foaled
on Fern’s birthday, I had goose bumps
(Sawyer had passed away the previous
year). I nicknamed her Fern because I
have so many great memories of Fern.
She was like a mom and a best friend - a
little bit of everything to me. I named
my daughter Sawyer after her, too.”

Some Kinda Memories was special
from the beginning. Like her namesake,
she was tiny, but she was gutsy and tal-
ented, with the attitude that separates
the good ones from the great ones.

Ridden by Mike Mowery, the brother
of Shelly’s husband Rick, for Carl and
Linda Shrontz, Some Kinda Memories
won the 1997 NCHA Futurity with 226
points, a record at the time.

“When Some Kinda Memories won
the Futurity, I thought it must be a sign
from Fern,” said Mowery. “That mare
was everything Fern would have liked
in a horse. She had so much cow in her
and a big stop. She was really smart,
too, and a little bit arrogant. In fact, if
Fern had been a horse, she would have
been just like Some Kinda Memories
- only she would have been gray like
Some Kinda Playgirl.”

Some Kinda Playgirl’s next per-
former was Some Kinda Memories’ full
sister, Some Reminiscing, who was the
high-selling yearling (for $214,000)
during the 2001 NCHA Futurity Sales.
Her 2001 colt Diditinadually, by Dual
Pep, has earned more than $130,000,
and last year, her 2002 red roan colt

Heres My Bet, by Bet On Me 498, was
the high-selling 2-year-old (at $180,000)
during the NCHA Futurity Sales.

Two weeks from now, Mowery is
offering Some Kinda Playgirl’s gray
weanling High Brow Cat son during the
NCHA Summer Spectacular Sales.

“Some Kinda Playgirl kind of paid
for the ranch,” said Mowery, who is a
member of the National Cowgirls Hall of
Fame. “I’'ve been offered a lot of money
for her, but I decided she was going to
die on the ranch.”

Some Kinda Playgirl is buried under
a tree close to the Mowery’s home.
