 In addition to his succes 
in limited age events — most 
recently, in addition to the Clas-
sic/Challenge, Dual Rey Me was 
the NCHA Super Stakes Open 
champion and reserve champion 
of the Bonanza Open — he is cur-
rently ranked second in NCHA 
World Championship standings 
and was NCHA $10,000 Novice 
Reserve World Champion in 
2004.

It was all or nothing for Jan Seago 
yesterday, in the second go-round 

of Non-Pro competition. Seago had 
marked just 210 points aboard her 6-
year-old gelding Lester Be Flatt in the 
first go-round and she was determined 
to make amends. 
 “I a lways seem to come from 
behind,” said Seago, who scored 208  
points on Case Of Freckles in the first 
go-round of the 1993 NCHA Non-Pro 
Futurity, came back to mark 219 in the 
second go-round, and won the Non-Pro 
Limited championship.   
 Yesterday, midway through the 
second bunch, she scored 219 points to 
top the Classic/Challenge second go-
round. 
 “I was mad at myself (for the first 
go-round),” she explained. “I thought, 
all I can do is go out there and show 
them that I have a horse under me and 
hope for the best.”
 It was Lester Be Flatt’s fifth trip to 
the herd in a week. Jerry Seago, Jan’s 
husband, had ridden the gelding as a 
finalist in the Classic/Challenge Open 
Finals. But Seago made good use of 
her two and a-half minutes; she had 37 
seconds left on the clock, when she cut 
her third cow.
 “I was a little scared,” she admitted. 
“But he got down and started doing his 
‘oogie-boogie’ stuff and that helped. 
He’s got a lot of eye appeal, so he can 
steal some of those points.”

 Jerry Seago had trained Lester Be 
Flatt, by Stag A Lena, for the Calvary 
Boys Ranch of Eufaula, Oklahoma 
and rode him to win $10,000 in the 
Oklahoma Breeders Futurity. The Boys 
Ranch, a haven for troubled youth from 
across the country, had purchased the 
gelding for a bargain basement price 
at the Shawnee Livestock Auction. In 
January 2004, Jan Seago acquired him 
in a trade with the Ranch.
 “He was so skinny and narrow,” 
Seago recalled, “Jerry was wider than 
he was, when he started riding him. We 
didn’t know if he’d ever get big enough 
or stout enough to carry him.”
 Jerry and Lester Be Flatt clicked 
from the start. Jan rode him in limited 
age event competition for the first time 
at the 2004 Non Pro, then she came to 
Fort Worth and qualified for the finals 
of the Classic/Challenge.
 “I didn’t know if I could ride him 
because he’s so quick,” said Seago, who

admits she still has trouble staying 
anchored. “He can give you whiplash 
the way he can explode and leap and 
jump backwards.
 “I rode him good today, but I don’t 
do that all the time.”

NCHA executive director Jeff Hooper 
took a break from cutting on Sunday 
afternoon to watch Elron, a 4-year-old 
gelding he owns in partnership with 
two friends, run on the last day of the 
2005 Thoroughbred meet at Lone Star 
Park.
 Hooper was well rewarded for his 
trip. Elron won a $15,000 claiming race 
going 1 1/6 miles on turf and paid $28 
on a $2 bet.
 “Everything seemed to slip into 
slow-motion when they came around 
the last turn,” Hooper said. “It looked 
like he was blocked, but the outside 
horse drifted and he slipped through the

But he 
couldn’t catch him and Elron won by a 
nose.”
 Hooper and partners claimed Elron 
for $5,000 last February at Oaklawn 
Park. Seven years ago, their filly Hot 
Wings also won on closing day.
 Hooper’s first experience as an 
owner came in 1988 as one of four part-
ners in Jalapeno Racing Team which 
purchased a Quarter Horse filly named 
Okeydokey Baby, who became a major 
stakes winner.

Ketchum if you can
Speaking of race horses and the cut-
ting crowd, Dave and Clare Capps, Jim 
and Carolyn Ware, and Phil and Mary 
Ann Rapp are partners in a preco-
cious two-year-old Thoroughbred colt 
named Ketchum Cowboy, who was 
not disgraced finishing fourth recently 
in his debut, a $47,000 maiden race at 
Churchill Downs under leading trainer 
D. Wayne Lukas.
 You won’t catch Ketchum Cowboy 
at Churchill again, however. He’s in 
Weatherford now learning how to cut.
 “He could turn out to be much 
more valuable as an outcross cutting 
horse sire than a race horse,” said Jim 
Ware, who noted that the classy colt, 
purchased as a yearling at Keeneland, 
is built more like a  Quarter Horse than 
a Thoroughbred and is already looking 
at cows.
