Barwick tied for the win of
the first go-round and had the top
cumulative score (436) coming
into the Finals.

“From my first go-round it’s
gotten easier every time,” she
said. “Once I get through my first
cut I'm usually fine.

“I made the finals on her three
times when she was four,” he noted.
“And she’s really just starting to come
together now. I'm excited about show-
ing her more.”

Greg Coalson and his 6-year-old
stallion Quejanaisalena are no strang-
ers to the limelight. Coalson has won
numerous championships riding Queja-
naisalena and members of the stallion’s
female family.

In 2005, alone, Quejanaisalena has
already won five major non-pro limited
age titles; he has earned more than
$300,000 during his career.

“He’s unbelievable to me,” said
Coalson. “He’s really easy to show. You
can ask him hard and you know he’s
going to stop. He’s so athletic.

“And he’s so soft, he makes things
easy. He never worries. You can cut
fresh cattle and he never gets uptight.
He makes you feel like you're in control
all the time.”

Coalson stood Quejanaisalena to

the public for the first time this year
and has 2005 babies and yearlings of
his own.

Amateur champions
Spanky Browne, Wilburton, Oklahoma,
was the runaway winner of the Amateur
Derby. Riding Freckles Lil Tornado, by
Peptoboonsmal, Browne scored 219 to
win by six points over reserve champion
Khader Daoud. Daoud rode Like It That
Way midway through the first bunch;
Browne drew late in the same set.

“I'just did what they told me to do,”
said Browne referring to his helpers.
“They picked the cows and all I did was
just sit there and ride.”

Browne had been mad at himself
for failing to qualify Blue Boon Rising
in the Derby Amateur, as well as Barxl
Becketts Sugar in the Classic/Challenge
Amateur division.

“I’d been pretty disgusted with
myself for the way I rode them, he
admitted. “We had some good horses

here.”

Browne, who owns a home health
care business, was a finalist on Freckles
Lil Tornado in the NCHA Amateur Super
Stakes, and won the 4-year-old division
of The Non Pro on her. Winston Hansma
trained the mare and Browne purchased
her through Foster Johnston, who trains
Browne’s horses.

A former bull rider, Browne took up
cutting four years ago, after 20 years
of off-and-on-again rodeoing. “Cutting
isn’t any easier to do than rodeo, but it’s
easier on the body,” he pointed out. “I
was trying to find something to do and
I don’t like to fish.”

Khader Dauod, Crestview, Florida,
made his debut in Will Rogers Coliseum
count with a 213-point performance that
made him a reserve champion.

“It felt awesome,” said Dauod, who
had been competing for a year and a
half. “This is my biggest show ever.”

Dauod purchased his mount, Like
It That Way, by Lena My Way, from
Dr. Robert Middleton through trainer
Austin Shepard. “I try to go to Austin’s
once or twice a week,” noted the 41-
year-old mortgage broker. “He’s about
two hours from my house. In my eyes,
he’s the best.”

Dauod also qualified for the Clas-
sic/Challenge Amateur Finals aboard
Haidas Whirl Pool, who he showed as
an amateur finalist at the Augusta Clas-
sic.
