him, he’s such a solid horse.”
 Rice showed the gelding for the first 
time at the Breeders Invitational, but 
was eliminated by a cow in the second 
round. This is just his second time to 
show the horse.
 Rice, who also qualified Cat T Mas-
terson, owned by Jack and Susan Wag-
goner, had scored 215.5 on Tap Dancing 
Cat in the first round. 

After winning the first go-round, 
with 221 points, Boonbay Smash 

and Brad Mitchell didn’t have much to 
prove in the second round. But a testy 
cow forced their hand.
 “I was questioning whether my 
second cow was ever going to turn 
away,” said Mitchell, who scored 217 
points and tied with Little Shorty Pep 
and Scott Amos with 438 pointsfor the 
high aggregate.
 Mitchell had been pleased with his 
draw, seventh in the fifth bunch, until 
he sized up the cattle. “Usually when 
you’re that early, you’ll have five or six 
cows that you really like,” he explained. 
“But there was just one that I really 
liked and the fellow before me cut it.”
 The first cow that Mitchell cut 
proved to be a good one, and the second 
one started out good. “I had seen her 
settling and she had acted all right,” 
he remembered. “She was on top and I 
really didn’t want to chip her. But that’s 
what I did because I knew her and I 
could find her.
 “She started out great. Then she got 

a little tired of it and I didn’t know if I 
could get off of her. Austin (Shepard) 
finally knocked her off of me and we 
died in the herd.”
 The fifth bunch proved to be one of 
the toughest of the day. Five riders left 
before their time had expired and three 
others marked sub-210 scores.

 Mitchell trained and rides Boonbay 
Smash for Painted Springs Farm, Brent-
wood, Tennessee, owned by Kix and 
Barbara Brooks. Mitchell purchased the 
Peptoboonsmal daughter as a yearling 
at the NCHA Futurity Sales. He rode 
her to qualify for the NCHA Futurity 
Semi-Finals, but she tied up and had to

be scratched. Most recently she was an 
open finalist at the Memphis Futurity 
and the Breeders Invitational.
 Mitchell also qualified for the Semi-
Finals with 434 points aboard Rista 
Katz, by Smart Aristocrat.

Little Shorty Pep, shown by Scott 
Amos for Walt and Louanne Bur-

dette, Myton, Utah, put together two 
sterling performances for matching 
scores of 219 points. He also tied Boon-
bay Smash for the high aggregate score 
from the go-rounds.
 “He’s just an awesome horse every 
time I show him,” said Amos, who 
acquired the Shorty Lena son last 
November. “He’s got so much presence 
and he tries his heart out.”
 Gene Hintze, Cedar Valley, Utah, 
had trained the stallion and shown him 
in a few small futurities; the NCHA 
Derby is his fourth show for Amos and 
his first major limited age event.
 “He’s just really come on strong,” 
said Amos. “I think he’s just now peak-
ing. That’s why we brought him.”
 Amos, who maintains a ranch and 
cutting facility in Loma, Colorado, is a 
former NCHA Futurity semi-finalist and 
is making just his third appearance in 
Fort Worth.

Special Order Paint, ridden by Kory 
Pounds for Frank and Ora Diehl, 

Ruskin, Florida, has been bringing pay-
checks home consistently under both 
Pounds and Ora Diehl. Yesterday the 

Color Me Smart son marked 218 points 
to tally 436.5 for his aggregate.
 “He’s like a little deer,’ said Pounds. 
“He loves to crouch and he’s really elec-
tric.”
 Special Order Paint was raised by 
Woody and Kelley Bartlett, Pike Road, 
Alabama, out of Very Special Peppy.
 “I think Very Special Peppy was 
probably one of the best Little Peppy 
daughters there ever was,’ said Pounds. 
“When you’ve got a mother than good, 
it’s kind of hard for them not to be 
good.”
 Mike Mowery trained Special Order 
Paint for the Bartletts, but when Kelley 
passed away last summer, the Diehls 
purchased the gelding and sent him to 
Pounds, resident trainer at their facility 
in Millsap, Texas.
 Studio Playgirl, ridden by Pounds 
for Melissa Gardner, La Marque, Texas, 
and Smartys Realpeppydoc, with Roy 
Carter for S & S Farms, Shreveport, 
Louisiana, earned their tickets to the 
Semi-Finals with 435.5-point scores.
 Studio Playgirl, by Freckles Play-
boy, has been consistent from the start 
according to Pounds, who was the first 
person to saddle her. Bronc Willoughby 
was aboard as catch-rider for Pounds at 
the NCHA Futurity and qualified the 
mare for the Semi-Finals. Gardner was 
a finalist on her in the NCHA Futurity 
Non-Pro division.
 Since the Futurity, Studio Girl has 
carried Gardner as the non-pro cham-
pion at the Abilene Spectacular and 

Pounds for third place in the Mem-
phis Futurity and as a finalist at the 
Bonanza.
 Because she had strained a collat-
eral ligament, Pounds did not show her 
at the Super Stakes, so this is the first 
time he has ridden her in Will Rogers 
Coliseum.
 “She’s a Playboy and she just natu-
rally wants to go and stop hard every 
time,” he said. “And one of her strong 
suits is that she’s pretty smart about a 
cow.”
 “But she wants to be smart. She had 
a really good mother, so she’s supposed 
to be smart.”
 Studio Lena, Studio Playgirl’s dam, 
was the earner of $80,000, and is the 
dam of Aggies Twelfth Man, a Dual 
Pep son with earnings of more than 
$22,000.

Smartys Realpeppydoc, by Smart Lil 
Scoot, was raised by S & S Farms, the 

owner of her sire and her full brother, 
Smartys Shadow. Carter trained the filly 
for the NCHA Futurity, but was elimi-
nated by the first cow that he cut.
 Following the Futurity, S & S Farms, 
owned by golf pro Hal Sutton and his 
father Howard, sold the filly to Lee 
and Michelle Holsey, Crockett, Texas. 
Mitch Farris had been riding her for the 
Holsey’s at weekend shows, but right 
before the Summer Spectacular, S & S 
Farms bought her back.
 “Unfortunately, Lee’s wife got sick 
and that’s the reason they wanted to 
sell her,” Carter explained. “We were 
fortunate enough to get her back. We 
always had great expectations for her.
 “She’s more laid back than her 
brother, but she’s got a lot of grit like 
him. He hurt his stifle at the Futurity 
and has never really gotten over it. 
There were big expectations for him 
before he got hurt. Now she’s really 
coming on and doing good.
 “All those Smart Lil Scoots have a 
lot in common. They all stay low to the 
ground and keep their rear ends planted 
into the ground. She feels a lot more in 
control than her brother. He’s so fast, 
he’s like a rocket. She’s a lot easier to 
ride.”
 Carter rode Smart Lil Scoot, who 
stands at Arnold Reproduction Center, 
Weatherford, Texas to win more than 
$266,000.
