Cox, who was catch-riding for
Cookie Banuelos, had ridden the
horse for the first time on Tues-
day night.

Rapp for Robert Graves, for the
high score of the first go-round.

“I worked him two times and
Cookie worked him for me in the

morning and that was it,” said
Cox. “We got three cows that
we’d talked about cut clean and
got him started good. He did the
rest. He did everything that he
was supposed to.”

Banuelos trained the Pep-
toboonsmal son for owner Kate
Gaughan, Las Vegas, NV, and he
and Gaughan have both shown
the six-year-old stallion, with
earnings of more than $60,000,
successfully.

ners, Houston, TX, claimed second-
place in the go-round with 219.5 points
scored as the first horse in yesterday’s
last bunch. The five-year-old Dual Rey
son, whose first foals are on the ground
this year, was co-reserve champion
(with Goody Two Sue ridden by Tim
Smith) of the 2006 NCHA Super Stakes
with 226 points.

“He’s just an intelligent horse,” said
Simpkins. “Very cow smart. It gives you
a lot of confidence going down there on
him.” Reys Dual Badger is the earner of
more than $260,000.

Simpkins also qualified for today’s
second go-round with 217.5 points on
Scooters Stylish Cash, owned by Carol
and Don Dewrell, Holt, FL, and with 213
points on Pastels Pretty Peppy, owned
by Wrigley Ranches, Weatherford, TX.

Quintan Blue, the 2004 NCHA Futu-
rity Open reserve champion and 2005
NCHA Derby Non-Pro champion, scored
219 points under Roger Wagner, as the
last horse in the sixth bunch, and tied
with Widows Tears, ridden by Austin
Shepard, as yesterday’s third highest-
scoring horse.

It was the first time Wagner has
ridden the Mecom Blue daughter in Fort
Worth for new owner Jon Winkelreid,
Short Hill, NJ. Winkelreid purchased
Quintan Blue six weeks ago from Jim

Vangilder, Jackson, MO.

“It was a hard decision,” said
Wagner, who had trained and shown
the mare for Vangilder. “We’ve had a
few people interested in her, of course.
But John came with a pretty stout offer.
We just thought that was a lot of money
to turn down.

“Jim wants to show and I want to
show and ride some good horses, so
it’s an opportunity to buy some young
horses and go on from there. Jim did
really well on that mare, but there
probably wasn’t that much more that
he hasn’t already won on her.”

Quintan Blue, with NCHA earn-
ings of almost $400,000, is one of the
sport’s all-time leading money earners.
Vangilder still owns her weanling by
Dualin Jewels and is expecting two
foals by High Brow Cat, as well as one
by One Time Pepto.

Wagner also qualified for the
second go-round aboard Ride N Merada,
a Shorty Lena daughter with earnings
of more than $120,000, owned by Van-
gilder.

Widows Tears drew second to work
in the second bunch and was quick to
establish her advantage.

“This was going to be a very big
year for her and she got hurt,” explained
Austin Shepard of the six-year-old

Widows Freckles daughter, owned by
Lauren Middleton, Summit, MS. “But
we didn’t get to show her from Tunica
(February) until the Breeders Invita-
tional.

“She hurt a suspensory and we have
to give her a lot of down time between
shows just because she uses herself so
much, she gets sore.”

Widows Tears has earned over
$67,000. Most recently, Middleton
placed on her in the finals of the Breed-
ers Invitational Non-Pro Classic.

Shepard won the 2006 NCHA
Super Stakes Classic on Jim Langdale’s
Widows Freckles son Widows Inten-
tions, but failed to advance in the Clas-
sic/Challenge.

In addition to Ride N Merada, Lester
Armour, ridden by Sam Shepard, and
Bearlyaboonsmal, with Terry Clifford,
earned scores of 218.5 points.

“Two of those cows were as good
as I’'ve ever cut on her,” said Clifford,
following his run on the six-year-old
Peptoboonsmal daughter owned by
Rocking MK Farm, Cave Creek, AZ.
“She’s a pretty mare and if we can get
the right cattle, she’s got lots of eye
appeal.”
