Saturday’s high-scoring rider,
on the last day of the first round,
was Nelson Knight, who marked
217.5 points on five-year-old
Squeaky Cat, by High Brow Cat.

“Everything just lined up,”
said Knight, who also qualified
for the second round with 210
points on Decimate. “The horse
did a fantastic job.”

Nelson’s father, Glade Knight,
who owns Slate River Ranch,
Weatherford, TX, home of Play-

dox, Bobs Freckles and That Sly
Cat, qualified for the second go-
round aboard Miss Hickory Dox
and Play With Sugar.

“John Mitchell has done a
great job,” said Nelson of Slate
River’s resident trainer, who
keeps the Knights well-mounted.
Nelson’s wife, Suzanne, will
show in the Amateur division.

Suzanne Thomas, Savan-
nah, TN, was the day’s second-
highest scoring rider with 217
points on Athena Puddy Cat,
the six-year-old High Brow Cat
son that Thomas rode as reserve
champion of this year’s Memphis
Classic.

“Brad Mitchell trained him and
Neil Roger took over because I wanted
(the horse) in Texas,” noted Thomas,
a former counselor with a doctorate in
psychology, and an advocate for abused
women and children whose first novel,
Stumbling Stone, has just been pub-
lished to excellent national reviews.

“Waiting on a book to be reviewed
is a million times worse than (the
suspense of cutting),” said Thomas.
“It took four years of hard, hard work,
and a lot of it was written here, in the
Coliseum.”

Thomas’ novel deals with the
insidious spread of methamphetamine
addiction and the Mafia in small town
America.
