 “She’s special,” said Paula Wood 
of her mount Donas Cool Cat, who 
marked 219 and 215.5, respectively, in 
the Non-Pro go-rounds, and 218.5 in the 
first round of Open competition under 
Jeremy Barwick.
 “She was a little sore in the (Open) 
second go-round,” Wood explained. 
“She sprained her ankle a little bit in 
the practice pen.
 “We’ve been icing her and she 
seems fine now. She’s tough. Some 
horses get a little scratch and think 
they’re going to die. Not her.”
 Wood and her husband, trainer 
Kobie Wood, purchased Donas Cool Cat 
last January from client Ken Hammett, 
who had named the mare for his wife.
 “That mare is a good mama,” said 
Wood of Donas Cool Cat’s dam, Sweet 
Peppy Again. “We have one out of her 
by Duals Blue Boon coming to the Futu-
rity this year that Ken still owns. I wish 
I owned it. But I can’t have them all.”
 Paula and Kobie have been busy this 
week shuttling between Will Rogers 
Coliseum and Watt Arena, where their 
daughter Lane was the third-highest 
scoring rider in the Junior Youth go-
round aboard My Blue Hagan, a major 
winner for both Paula and Kobie. Lane’s 
cousin, Kate Rogers, also rode My Blue 
Hagan to qualify for the Senior Youth 

Finals.
 Skip Queen and Clay McCullar each 
marked 218 points as the second-highest 
scoring riders in the second go-round.
 McCullar rode six-year-old Duals 
Play Kit, who had scored 227 points 
under Shannon Hall the night before, 
in the Open Wildcard.
 “To see what that mare did last night 
(Saturday) gave me a lot of confidence,” 
said McCullar, who has ridden the Kit 
Dual daughter to earn seven champion 
and reserve titles in both non-pro and 
amateur major limited age events.
 “I’ve learned so much from her and 
she’s been so good to me, the way I’ve 
messed up so many times,” he added.
 As a four-year-old, Duals Play Kit 
went to the herd 13 times while quali-
fying for open, non-pro and amateur 
competition in the NCHA Super Stakes, 
where she was Limited Non-Pro co-
champion.
 Skip Queen, Lipan, TX, rode Glows, 
a five-year-old son of Smart Lil Ricochet 
trained by Paul Hansma.
 “He was a little green starting out 
in his four-year-old year, but he finally 
gathered it up and he’s a fun little 
horse to have,” said Queen, whose wins 
aboard the gelding include the West 
Texas Futurity, Nashville, Vegas, and 
the Bonanza.
