here was no doubt that

I Khader Daoud was out for

the win, when he dropped

his hand on Peponitas Times

Two in the Non-Pro Classic/Chal-
lenge.

Daoud’s intensity never
flagged and neither did his geld-
ing. It was like watching a run in
fast forward and you never had
to move your head because the
action was all front and center.

“Words can’t describe it,”
said Daoud. “Everything just
clicked. I can’t imagine things
could work better.”

Daoud, who placed third in
the Non-Pro Limited Finals and
was well-placed coming into the
Non-Pro Finals, admitted that he
kept a vision of trainer Austin
Shepard cutting in his mind as
he performed.

“He’s my ideal,” said Daoud,
who purchased Peponita Times
Two from Shepard a year ago.
“I’'ve watched Austin cut, espe-
cially at the Super Stakes (Shepard
won the Super Stakes Classic on
Widows Intentions and the Geld-

ing Stakes on CDs Nitty Gritty), and he
worked for a lot of time on the cows. I
just wanted to go in there and be just
like him.”

Daoud, a Florida-based mortgage
broker, and his wife, Dora, have been
cutting for two years. They purchased
Peponita Times Two from Jim Langdale
for Dora to ride.

Shepard had purchased the horse
for $9,000 in 2003, as an unregistered
three-year-old gelding, from former
NCHA Non-Pro World Champion and
Non-Pro Futurity winner Lee Garner,
Batesville, MS.

Peponita Times Two was the result
of an accidental mating between two
yearlings, both sired by Garner’s Non-
Pro Futurity champion Peponitas Acre.
Garner had to rely on DNA tests to con-
firm the sire — Pa Pete Bolton, who is
now a gelding.

Staci Shepard, Austin’s wife, showed
Peponita Times Two to place fifth in the
Augusta Non-Pro Futurity and was
reserve champion on him in the Mem-
phis Non-Pro Futurity.

Daoud showed the gelding for the
first time at the 2005 Brazos Bash and
won the amateur division. Dora rode
Peponita Times Two as amateur cham-
pion of the 2005 Southern Classic, and
2006 Augusta Classic Amateur cham-
pion.

“He’s very conservative and tight on
a cow,” said Daoud. “He doesn’t like to

make mistakes, and the harder you ride
him the better he gets.

“I didn’t want to mess him up and
he knew exactly what to do. If I show
him a cow, he’s going to cut. I have faith
in my horse and my trainer.”

Dora Daoud takes Peponita Times
Two’s reins tomorrow in the Classic/
Challenge Amateur go-round.

“I always wanted to cut, but I never
could afford it,” said Khader, who was a
soccer star when he moved to the U.S.
at 17 from his native country of Jordan.
He continued to play soccer at the Uni-
versity of South Florida in Tampa.

“There’s so much intensity and
thrills,” he added. “Every time you go
down there it’s different.”

Amateur champions

Jody Hatchett, 18, won the Derby
Amateur go-round with 219 points on
Platinum Bob, by Bob Acre Doc, and
came back to capture the Finals with
an identical score.

“I cut two cows in the first go-round
and three cows in the Finals,” Hatchett
said. “Other than that, they were pretty
much the same. My horse was just on
target.”

Hatchett had waited until midnight
on Monday to show as the twelfth rider
in the last set of the go-round. She drew
ninth to work in the second bunch of
the Finals.

“I have great help,” said Hatchett.
“The other night Itode at 12:30 and they
were all sitting there waiting on me. I
have to thank them for sure.”

Hatchett’s help include her trainer
Zeke Entz, Brad Mitchell, Todd Gann
and Sean Flynn, from whom she pur-
chased Platinum Bob just two weeks
ago. Flynn also helped her acquire a
slot for the Amateur Derby.

“I was very excited,” said Hatchett,
who before she took up cutting three
years ago, showed in AQHA all-around
and pleasure divisions. “When I tried
him the very first time, I liked him. And
Sean said he thought I was going to do
good.

“The go-round was a surprise
though. I knew it was good. I just didn’t
know how good.”

Cee No Color Here

Amateur Derby reserve champion Pat
Curry, 41, Georgetown, TX, earned his
first cutting title as reserve champion of
the Classic/Challenge Amateur division
on Cee No Color Here, who had just won
the Cutting World Championship at the
Paint World Show under Craig Morris.

Cee No Color Here is sired by Color
Me Smart out of former NCHA Futurity
champion Shania Cee and Curry is part
of a partnership that owns the Paint
cutting horse sire.

“This was the best run I ever had,”

said Curry, who scored 217 points. “I've
never been so nervous in my whole life.
I’'ve owned and run some pretty big
businesses, and running those things
is nothing compared to this.”

One of Curry’s businesses is EQ
Solutions, a corporate sponsor of NCHA.
Craig Morris, who trained Cee No Color
Here, is a partner with Curry in EQ
Solutions, as well as in Color Me Smart.
John McClaren, who owned NCHA
Futurity champion One Smart Lookin
Cat, ridden by Craig Morris, is also a
CMS partner.

“Craig taught me to cut from Day
One,” said Curry. “I couldn’t do it
without him. He walks me through
every step of the way. For a long
time, I thought my middle name was
Dammit.

“But we’re good friends. He just tells
it like he sees it. He’s true and honest
and you can’t beat that.”
