 Daegan Arnold, Kermit, TX, claimed 
last year’s Classic Challenge Amateur 
finals on KC Again, by King Of Clarks, 
the horse he also rode as champion of 
the 2007 NCHA Super Stakes Classic.
 Halreycious is another 2007 Super 
Stakes champion to watch for this week. 
The Dual Rey stallion, owned by Linda 
Holmes, Longmont, CO, works tomor-
row in the sixth bunch under Lloyd 
Cox, who rode him as 2007 Super Stakes 
Classic champion.
 SL Jaybird, 2007 Super Stakes Clas-
sic reserve champion under Winston 
Hansma, works today in the third 
bunch. Owner Mica Motes won the 
Classic championship at The Non Pro on 
the Smart Little Jerry-sired gelding just 
three weeks ago and will ride him later 
this week in the Non-Pro go-round.

That’s why Suzanne 
Forrest and her husband Rick Mock 
missed being in the win circle at Lone 
Star Park on June 30, when their Thor-
oughbred Max A Lot broke his maiden 
at the Grand Prairie, TX racetrack.
 Suzanne and Rick were working 
at a cutting in Sweetwater, when their 
homegrown black gelding won a one-
mile maiden claiming race by 4 1/2 
lengths paying $7.20 for the win. 
 The victory was especially dear 
for Suzanne, who started Max A Lot 
herself and stabled him at a training 
track in Weatherford, while she helped
