If Royal Red Pepto were a race 
horse, she would be a pace 
setter. As a cutter, she likes 

her action hard and fast.
 “She can do a lot,” said Shan-
non Hall, who rode the 5-year-old 
Peptoboonsmal daughter to top 
yesterday’s first go-round com-
petition with 221 points, midway 
through the seventh bunch of 
cattle.
 “Whether you’re working 
her at home or cutting cows and 
showing, you’ve got to find some-
thing that gets her attention and 
holds it. Then she can do some 
things that are fabulous.

 “What it amounted to was 
that we went and picked some 
cows we thought had some 
move,” Hall explained. “We all 
agreed they were kind of risky 
cows, but they were something 
that would keep her intent on her 
job. Thankfully, that’s what she 
did.”
 Royal Red Pepto is owned by 
Clay McCullar, Baird, TX, who 
was reserve champion of last 
year’s NCHA Derby Non-Pro on 
MH Dynos Tonette and Classic 
Challenge Ltd champion on Clays

 McCullar rode Royal Red Pepto 
this year as a non-pro finalist in the 
Memphis Futurity Classic and the South 
Point Winter Championship. It’s been 
Hall, however, who has racked up most 
of the mare’s nearly $70,000 in lifetime 
earnings.
 “The McCullars have a great pro-
gram,” said Hall, who has trained and 
ridden horses, including Clays Little 
Kit, for Clay and his father Meredith 
McCullar, for more than 10 years.
 “It’s fun for me because they take 
their horses home and haul them and 
show them,” added Hall, who got back 
on Royal Red Pepto just a week ago.
 “Clay is doing an exceptional job 
and so is Bart Nichols, who they‘ve 
hired,” he added. “My job is easier 
because when things come to me, 
they’re ready to go. And I can stay home 
and do what I love - being a dad and 
husband and ranching.”
 Hall and his wife Ronda live on a 
ranch in Loco, OK, with their daughters 
Whitney, Kaydee Belle and Dakota Jo.
 Meredith McCullar, who lives in 
Memphis, TN, home of his McCullar 
Realty and Development company, 
owns 4M Ranch in Baird, TX, which is 
managed by Clay. His son Barry oper-
ates a family-owned ranch in Albany,

More top scores
Autumn Acre, the NCHA earner of more 
than $233,000, and More Than Stylish, 
earner of $18,000, tied with yesterday’s 
second-highest score of 219 points.
 Five-year-old Autumn Acre, sired by 
Bob Acre Doc and ridden by NCHA’s all-
time leading money earner Phil Rapp for 
the Autumn Alliance, has already been 
a finalist in six major events this year, 
including a third place in the Breeder’s 
Invitational.
 More Than Stylish is ridden for E.C. 
Bryant Jr. by Winston Hansma. The 6-
year-old stallion, sired by Docs Stylish 
Oak, has garnered most of his earnings 
at weekend events.
 Gimme This and owner Tim Dela-
gardelle commanded 218.5 points in the 
eighth and last set of cattle.
 “I’ve always really liked him and 
think he has a lot of talent,” said Dela-
gardelle, who purchased Gimme This 
as a 2-year-old at the NCHA Futurity 
Sales.
 “I’ve maybe let him down a few 
times and not gotten him shown like I 
should have, so his earnings aren’t up 
there real high,” he added. “But he’s got 
a lot of ability.”
 Gimme This is by Dual Pep and 
out of Moria Sugar, a top 15 all-time 
leading producer of the earners of over 

$850,000. When Delagardelle worked 
for trainer Ronnie Rice in the late 1980s, 
he was able to ride Moria Sugar.
 “Her and the Dual Pep were the 
major attraction for me,” Delagardelle 
noted. “And he’s been my kind of horse. 
If a cow stands still, he’s going to stand 
still. I like that. He’s a real cowhorse. 
 “I’ve had opportunities to sell him, 
but I didn’t want to. I just enjoy him. 
He’s really my pet.”

Still more top scores
Six horses with scores of 217.5 rounded 
out yesterday’s top ten: Bowmans Cat 
with Eddie Flynn; Spookys Catmandu 
under Gary Gonsalves; Lil Pretty Richo-
chet for Phil Rapp; Catto Boy with Stan 
Bell; Kitty Bell under Steve Oehlhof; and 
Herb Merada with Michael Cooper.
 Michael Cooper recently won the 
4-year-old Open of The Non Pro Cutting 
riding Pretty Boy Rachet, who he will 
show here next week for Larry and Liz 
Stacy.
 Herb Merada, by Meradas Money 
Talks, is owned by Joe Wes Davis Jr., 
New Franklin, MO.
 “He’s such a nice horse,” said 
Cooper. “He tries hard for you. If 
you ask for one hundred and ten per-
cent, he’ll give you one hundred and 
twenty.”

 Cooper acquired the gelding as a 
late 3-year-old, after Dirk Blakesly had 
started and trained him. 
 Herb Merada was an open finalist 
in the 2007 Cotton Classic and reserve 
champion of the Open at The Non-Pro, 
as well as a non-pro finalist under 
Davis.
 It was Michael Cooper’s grandfather 
who taught him how to break horses, 
but trainer Donnie O’Brien, Pineville, 
MO, has been his greatest mentor. “He 
taught me horsemanship and things 
about a horse that I would never have 
recognized, if it hadn’t been for him,” 
said Cooper. “I really love this horse 
deal. It’s a lot of work, but it’s a great 
way of life.”
 Cooper and his wife, Jennifer, run 
a cow-calf operation in Summersville, 
MO.
