Halreycious and Lloyd Cox, 
winners of the 2007 Super 
Stakes Classic Challenge 

with 226 points, tapped off yes-
terday’s sixth set with 221 points 
to tie Royal Red Pepto and Shan-
non Hall for high score of the 
first go-round of the Open Classic 
Challenge.
 Owned and bred by Linda 
Holmes, Longmont, CO, the 5-
year-old Dual Rey son has been 
a finalist in four major events 
this year, including a third-place 
finish in the Abilene Spectacular 
and he has lifetime earnings of 
more than $115,000.

 “We cut only two cows and 
they were good and so was the 
horse,” said Cox of his first round 
run. “He’s strong and he throws a 
lot of power at you, but he’s real 
smooth moving. 
 “If you give him a good 
opportunity, he’ll try hard.”
 Halreycious was trained by 
Corey Holden and Cox took up 
the reins last summer. “It took a 
little while for us to get adapted 
to each other and for him to be 
consistent,” noted Cox.

nity, he’ll try hard. He’s pretty dramatic 
when he does things. He’s got those 
capabilities.”
 Cox rode both Dual Rey and Styl-
ish Play Lena, Halreycious’ dam and 
winner of the 2003 NCHA Classic Chal-
lenge. He also rides Reydiculous, a full 
brother to Halreycious, owned by Al 
Larson, Denver, CO, and marked 211 
on the stallion yesterday in the third 
bunch of cattle.
 “Reydiculous was doing some really 
great stuff, but the first cow kind of 
gave us a little tricky move and he got 
hung up in the ground,” Cox explained. 
“Sometimes he’ll overdo and get into a 
little bit of trouble.
 “But he moves so good and pretty 
and low on a cow, he’s as talented as 
(Halreycious). There’s no doubt about 
that.
 Cox has been a finalist in 22 major 
events so far this year and has earned 
more than $260,000 in 2007.

Wagner and Wagner
Roger Wagner marked the second and 
third highest scores of the first go-round 
riding Pet Squirrel (220) and Quintan 
Blue (219.5) for Jim Vangilder and Mar-
vine Ranch, respectively.
 “I’ve made a lot of finals on Pet 
Squirrel,” said Wagner of the 5-year-
old Playdox daughter, who has earned 
more than $220,000. “She’s a pretty 
tough little mare and she’s been a good 
consistent horse.
 Pet Squirrel made her debut as open 
champion of the 2005 Brazos Bash and 
Suncoast futurities, and began her 4-

year-old season as open champion of 
the Augusta Futurity. She also won 
non-pro titles under Vangilder, who will 
ride her here later this week.
 “She’s been a lot of miles because 
we started her in the small futurities,” 
Wagner added. “She’s had a long career 
and she’s still only five.”
 Quintan Blue, who until early last 
year was also owned and shown by Van-
gilder, is an all-time leading performer 
with earnings of over $515,000.
 This year alone, the Mecom Blue 
daughter has won championships in 
five major events, including two under 
amateur owner Jon Winkelried, who 
has NCHA lifetime earnings of $15,855, 
including $9,834 atop Quintan Blue.
 Wagner marked 228 points on Quin-
tan Blue in January to win the Abilene 
Spectacular Classic Challenge.
 On Wednesday morning, Wagner’s 
otherwise sunny day was clouded at 
the start, when Absolutely Stunning, a 
5-year-old Smart Little Lena daughter 
with more than $80,000 in earnings, 
missed a cut.

 “I don’t know what she was think-
ing,” said Wagner, who drew to show  
the mare just before he rode Quintan 
Blue. “There was a cow hanging off out 
there to the left and I probably needed 
to step up another step to get her on the 
other cow. I guess she just didn’t know 
what to do.”
 Four horses tied with 219 points , 
including two during yesterday’s action: 
Daintys Tom Cat, ridden by Austin 
Shepard, and MK Little Miss Trona, 
with Mark Lavendar.
 Daintys Tom Cat was trained by 
Darren Simpkins, who showed him as 
a finalist in the 2005 and 2006 Breeder’s 
Invitational. Shepard purchased him on 
behalf of Van Holcombe, Birmingham, 
AL, earlier this year.
 Holcombe has been riding the 6-
year-old gelded son of High Brow Cat in 
the amateur and non-pro divisions, but 
opted out of the non-pro at the Summer 
Spectacular because he wanted Shepard 
to show the horse.
 “He’s very talented and a big, strong 
stopper,” said Shepard. “And he has a 
lot of try to him. He’s not the kind of 

horse that’s going to give you a bunch 
of trouble. If you ride him right, he does 
right pretty much every time.”
 Van Holcombe is slated to ride the 
gelding next week in the amateur divi-
sion.
 Shepard also scored 214.5 on Woody 
Be Tuff, the 6-year-old son of Nitas 
Wood who has earned over $265,000. 
Owner Jill Peacock will ride the stal-
lion later this week in the Non-Pro go-
round.
 MK Little Miss Trona and Mark 
Lavender made the most of their draw 
as the last entry of the day. Lavender 
rides the Little Trona daughter, earner of 
more than $85,000, for Gene McKown, 
Norman, OK.
