Roger Wagner left their

competition in the dust
yestMday with a 223-point perfor-
mance in the second go-round of
the Open Classic Challenge.

It was the highest mark thus
far and added to a first go-round
score of 219.5, put Quintan Blue
five and one-half points ahead
of Royal Red Pepto, who has the
second-highest cumulative score
of 437 points under Shannon
Hall.

It paid to come early yester-
day. Six of the 22 horses who
gualified for the finals came
from the first set of cattle; eight
were among the first 18 horses to
work.

Autumn Acre, the second
horse of the day, set the pace with
217 points and a 436-point total,
under Phil Rapp for Autumn Alli-
ance. Rapp was back later in the
same bunch to score 214.5 on Lil
Pretty Richochet and qualify her
for the finals with 432 points.
Rapp was the only rider to qualify
two horses for the finals.

Quintan Blue, winner of the
2005 NCHA Non-Pro Derby with
then owner Jim Vangilder, is
ranked among the sport’s all-time
leading money earners with over
$515,000. She is owned by Mar-
vine Ranch and will be ridden
by Marvine Ranch owner Jon

Winkelried in today’s fourth bunch.

MK Little Miss Trona earned her
436-point average the hard way, as the
last horse to work in both the first and
second go-rounds. Ridden by Mark Lav-
ender for Gene McKown, the 5-year-old
Little Trona daughter scored 219 points,
as the last performer on the last day
of the first go-round. Yesterday, she
worked last in the fourth bunch.

“She can handle it, but I've been put-
ting my help to the test,” said Lavender,
referring to his draws. “I don’t cut tough
cows for her on purpose, but being last,
it just works out that way. But if you’re
going to be last, you might as well be
last here (Will Rogers), because there
are plenty of cows in there.”

McKown, a homebuilder from
Norman, OK, sent MK Little Miss Trona
to Lavender as a 2-year-old. McKown
purchased her dam, Jessies Starlight
MS, the earner of $57,000 and a daugh-
ter of Grays Starlight.

“She’s got all the good stuff,” said
Lavender of MK Little Miss Trona.
“Sometimes she wants to do it her
way, instead of the way | want to do
it. That’s where we have a little bit of a
love-hate relationship — we love to hate
each other. But | think the best horses
are the ones that have a little something
like that about them.

“Since we’ve had her long enough,
when we get to a bad spot, we know
what to do because we’ve been there
before,” he added. “She knows what
we’re thinking and we know what she’s
thinking.”
