 Mica Motes was yesterday’s 
leader with 218.5 points on SL 
Jaybird and tied Benjie Neely 
and McKenzie Mullins with the 
second-highest score of the go-
round.
 Five-year-old SL Jaybird, by 
Smart Little Jerry, also quali-
fied for the Open Finals under 
Winston Hansma, who rode the 
gelding as reserve champion of 
the NCHA Super Stakes Open 
Classic.
 “That was a relief because 

I know at least the entry fees 
have been paid for,” said Motes 
of her gelding’s spot in the Open 
Finals.
 In addit ion to his Super 
Stakes t it le, SL Jaybird was 
also an open finalist this year 
in the Abilene Spectacular and 
the Memphis Classic, as well as 
non-pro champion of the Cotton 
Stakes and The Non-Pro.
 Motes delivered a one-two 
punch in The Non-Pro with a 222-
point go-round win and a 223-
point victory in the finals. She 
also won the go-round and finals 
of the same event in 2006.
 “The Non Pro last year was

my first show with him,” said Motes. 
“It was a big surprise, but he’s just gone 
up from there. We’ve really clicked.
 “With Jaybird, there is really no 
playing it safe,” she added. “He’s always 
going to try his hardest. He likes to go 
full-blown.”
 SL Jaybird reminds Motes of her 
favorite mount, Dually Lena, nick-
named Cookie, who she retired last year 
at age 14. Sired by Dual Pep and ridden 
by Winston Hansma in open competi-
tion, Dually Lena is an all-time leading 
cutting horse winner with more than 
$375,000 in earnings.
 “Nobody will ever be Cookie’s 
replacement, but (SL Jaybird) is as 
close as I could get,” she said. “Cookie 
didn’t want to have anything to do with 
anyone but me, and Jaybird is the same 
way. He’s the sweetest horse, but he’s 
scared of everyone and everything.”
 This week, during the second go-
round of open competition, JL Jaybird 
spooked at the tractor as Motes led him 
into the arena, then pulled back and hit 
the bucking chutes.
 “He’s always terrified to come in 
here,” said Motes. “But once we’re in, 
then we’re good. That’s the easy part, 
once I get on him.”

Wildcard results
More Than Stylish scored 221 points 
under Winston Hansma to win the 
Open Wildcard and a slot in the Open 
Finals. The remaining two slots went to 
second-placed Yabba Dabba Dual with 
219 points under Clint Allen, and Lynx 
of Style with 217.5 for John Mitchell.
