John Mitchell, who led the Clas-
sic Challenge with 226 points on 
Lynx Of Style, until the eleventh 
hour, when Quintan Blue and 
Roger Wagner re-wrote cutting 
history.
 “She’s going to go out as one 
of the best ever,” added Mitchell. 
“She’s that category.”
 Quintan Blue, owned by Mar-
vine Ranch, Meeker, CO, scored 
229 points as the last horse to 
work in the 25-horse finals. Her 
score is a record for the Summer 
Spectacular. Boon San Kitty, who 

won last year’s event with 228, 
had claimed the record from 2002 
NCHA Derby champion Meradas 
Blue Sue.
 Quintan Blue also tied Royal 
Fletch’s all-time record (2000 
NCHA Futurity under Kathy 
Daughn) for NCHA Triple Crown 
events.
 “I didn’t think it was going 
to happen,” said Wagner of his 
chance for a win on 6-year-old 
Quintan Blue in her last Triple 
Crown event.

cows being pretty tough,” he added. “It 
was something that was hanging over 
my head - not to win something on her 
in this arena.”
 Quintan Blue, by Mecom Blue, was 
reserve champion of the 2000 NCHA 
Futurity under Wagner, when she was 
owned by Jim Vangilder, Jackson, MO. 
Wagner and Vangilder doubled up on 
the mare placing in 20 limited age 
events with five championships through 
early 2006, when Quintan Blue was 
purchased by Jon Winkelried’s Marvine 
Ranch.
 The Classic Challenge marks Quin-
tan Blue’s 12th major championship win 
— her sixth consecutive win in 2007. 
She has also been reserve three times; 
a finalist 29 times; and earned more 
than $564,000.
 “She stayed everywhere she had 
to be, thought all the way through the 
turns and never missed a beat,” said 
Wagner, who cut three cows for last 
night’s winning run. 
 “The eye appeal on that mare is out-
standing,” he added. “She can dazzle 
them down there.”
 Lynx Of Style, ridden by Mitchell for 
Slate River Ranch, scored 5 1/2 points 
above third-placed Sister CD, ridden by 
Paul Hansma for Skip Queen.
 The Docs Stylish Oak-sired gelding 
has been a finalist in 28 major events 
with Mitchell and Slate River Ranch 
owner Glade Knight and has lifetime 
earnings of more than $300,000.
 “I had to come through the Wild-
card round,” said Mitchell. “I was happy 
to be there and he was dead on.”
