Brow Cat son, owned by Michelle 
Anderson, to tie for second place 
in the semi-finals of the NCHA 
Futurity, for former owner and 
breeder Andy Beckstein, Union-
dale, IN.

David and Stacie McDavid’s gelding The 
Silver Spoon, by Hes A Peptospoonful, 
scored 218.5 points with Allen Crouch 
yesterday, midway through the last set 
of cattle.
 Cats Twisted Whisker with 216.6 
points, which puts him among the top 
11 high-scoring horses, also worked 
in the last set under Phil Rapp for Ray 
Baldwin, Fort Worth, TX.
 The Silver Spoon, who earned 
$138,105 as the fourth-placed finalist 
in the NCHA Open Futurity, has placed  
with Crouch in four major events 
already this year.
