Treymendous is owned by Carol 
and Don Dewrell, Fort Walton 
Beach, FL, who purchased him 
from Joe Nuehoff’s Rancho Poco 
during the Super Stakes, where 
the stal l ion was a go-round 
leader.
 “He’s really a cool-moving 
little horse,” Simpkins noted. 
“And he can read a cow well.
 “I made the semi-finals of the 
Futurity and the Super Stakes, 
but just had some bad luck. I 
also made the finals at Tunica 
(Memphis Futurity), but I’ve only 
shown him one other time since 
then.”
 Treymendous is out of Royal 
Serena Belle, reserve champion 
of the 1996 NCHA Futurity under 
Lloyd Cox.
