SEMI-FINALS Action was low-key on the 
first day of Derby Non-Pro 
competition, except for 

the second set of cattle, where 
Jim Vangilder marked a winning 
221 points late in the bunch on 
Dont Hick Up.
 The highest score to that 
point had been the 215 points 
earned by Michelle Anderson, 
immediately preceding Vang-
ilder, on Cats Quixote Jack, the 
high-scoring horse from the Open 
go-rounds.
 The second-highest score of 
the day was 216 shared by NCHA 
Futurity Non-Pro champion Matt 
Miller on Travs Scooter; Mary Jo 
Milner aboard Bets Golden Karat; 
and Tony Langdon with Pretty 
Little Rey.

 “We happened to get the right 
cows and the horse is really nice,” 
said Vangilder, who since he 
claimed the NCHA Derby Ama-
teur championship in 2002, as 
a beginning rider, has collected 
16 major limited event champi-
onships and six reserves, and 
earned nearly $900,000.
 Dont Hick Up, by Bobs 
Freckle, was ridden for Vang-
ilder by Roger Wagner to place 
fifth in the NCHA Super Stakes 
and to win the $10,000 Novice 
Non-Working Finals. She was 
also a finalist with Wagner in 
the Cotton Stakes (7th) and the 
Breeders Invitational (7th).

of times,” said Vangilder. “She was 
Roger’s Futurity horse and the only 
reason I’m on her here is because he 
got run over in the go-round.
 “I was supposed to ride another 
horse (Peptowood), but Roger made it 
to the Open Semi-Finals on her, so we 
swapped.”
 Dont Hick Up was bred by Glade 
Knight of Slate River Ranch, Weather-
ford, TX, who owns her sire. 
 Vangilder, who also maintains 
a ranch in Weatherford, noted that 
switching mounts has been a benefit 
at times.
 “It’s hard for horses to (double up) 
go six go-rounds and stay fresh enough 
to do well,” he pointed out. “It’s better

for the horse, if Roger has a good show 
on it rather than me.
 “This horse, for instance, has 
already been down there a time or two, 
so she’s familiar with the pen. It’s prob-
ably easier for me to show one that he’s 
already ridden to the herd.”
 Part of the success of the Wagner-
Vangilder “switch” can be attributed to 
their riding style.
 “I don’t ride like Roger, but I try to,” 
Vangilder said. “I practice on another 
horse and he coaches me to try to do 
the same things that he does.
 “My timing is not like his and I’m 
certainly not accomplished like he is. 
I’m sure the horse knows the differ-
ence, but we both try to make the horse 
accurate and go where it’s supposed to 
go. When I’m able to do that, the results 
are good.”
 Vangilder won the 2005 NCHA 
Derby Non-Pro championship on Quin-
tan Blue, who Wagner rode as champion 
of the Classic Challenge last week with 
a record 229 points, for new owner Jon 
Winkelried of Marvine Ranch, Meeker, 
CO.
 “It’s truly a great pleasure to watch 
her show,” said Vangilder of the 6-year-
old mare, who has earned closed to 
$600,000. “This was her last show in 
this arena and I was really pulling for 
her.
 “It reminded me of when she won 
the PCCHA Derby. She was last in the 
herd (as she was in the Classic Chal-
lenge) and it was one of the few times, 
maybe the only time, that she and Spots 
Hot (NCHA Futurity champion) and 

One Time Pepto (Super Stakes cham-
pion) were all in the same 4-year-old 
finals.
 “Matt Gaines had put up a big score 

on One Time Pepto and she came out 
of the last spot and marked a 227. That 
was probably the most exciting cutting 
that I’ve ever seen.”
