Ation of the Derby Non-Pro
first go-round, Jim Vang-
ilder ranked first with 221 points
on Dont Hick Up. Matt Miller,
Poolville, TX, was the high-scor-
ing rider yesterday with 218 on
Soda Rey Bay, the second-highest
score from the go-round.
Miller also ranked third with
216 points earned on his NCHA
Futurity Non-Pro champion Travs
Scooter. Stacie McDavid, Fort
Worth, TX, and Troy Babcock,
Wheelock, TX, also scored 216 on
Wednesday riding Dual Donnie
Rey and Buhdas Warrior, respec-
tively.

Scores of 207 points and
above advanced to today’s second
go-round.

Crumpler still competitive
When Paul Crumpler, a rancher
from Wichita Falls, TX, qualified
for the 2006 NCHA Futurity Non-
Pro Semi-Finals on Cortito Zan,
he figured that at 73, he was the
oldest rider to make the cut.

He was definitely the oldest
Futurity champion to make the
grade and, today, he is the oldest
NCHA Derby champion to com-
pete in the second go-round.

and winner of this week’s first go-round with 221 on Dont Hick Up; Stacie McDavid, a first go-round leader with 216 on Dual Donnie Rey.

Crumpler, who won the very first
NCHA Non-Pro Derby (1975 on Chicka-
sha Anita) rides Santanas Hired Gun,
by Short Of Santana, in the fourth set
of cattle.

“It’s a different ballgame than it
was back when | was competitive,” said
Crumpler, now 74. “We’ve got a lot of
good horses and a lot of people working
hard at it.

“That’s why | didn’t do it for 20
years. Now I've started back working
at it. | haven’t gotten competitive yet,
but I think I will, if time doesn’t catch
me.”

Crumpler said that he lost 40
pounds in order to get back into condi-
tion to show.

“| still ride well being my age,” he
admitted. “Sometimes it hurts my hip a
little to get on a horse, and when | have
to lay off for a couple of weeks because
of business, | can tell it. You need to
ride every day when you get this age.”

Doc Quixote was the horse that car-
ried Crumpler to win the 1973 Non-Pro
Futurity. The next year, Crumpler was
reserve champion on Chickasha Anita,
the mare who carried him for the first
Non-Pro Derby win and as Open Derby
reserve champion

“Chickasha Anita was just a great
cow horse,” Crumpler said. “She maybe
lacked a little ability, but she was so cow
smart that it was hard for a cow to trick
her. They might trick her physically, but
they couldn’t trick her mentally.”

Crumpler purchased Chickasha
Anita, by Leo Bingo and out of Chicka-
sha Ann, from Allen Hamilton. Ham-
ilton won the 1965 NCHA Futurity on
Chickasha Dan, in the days before there
was a non-pro division. He also won
the first NCHA Non-Pro Futurity on
Chickasha Bingo in 1969.

When Crumpler bred Chickasha
Anita to Doc Quixote, he got Chickasha
Ann Doc, the horse he rode to tie Stu
Gildred and Bar O’Lena for the 1977
NCHA Non-Pro Futurity champion-
ship.

Today, Crumpler-bred horses still
carry “Chickasha” bloodlines, most
notably through the stallion Nitas
Wood, by Zack T Wood, who Crum-
pler bred out of Nitas Quixote, by Doc
Quixote and Chickasha Anita.

“We really believe in that Chicka-
sha,” said Crumpler. “That’s where

Nitas Wood’s babies get their back-
ground, from those old mares.”

Crumpler’s son Craig also quali-
fied for today’s second go-round riding
Rocks Like Santana and Wood She Be
Mine. Don Crumpler, Craig’s brother,
trains all of the family’s horses, as well
as for the public.
