“She had a bone chip that hindered us  
at the Super Stakes. So I left her off for 
five weeks, then swam her and started 
her back slowly. She’s a lot stronger now 
than she was in March and April.”
 Peptos Lil Fletch and Harrison had 
won the Bonanza Cutting in March, and 
placed 12th in the NCHA Super Stakes 
Open Limited.
 “She reminds me of Sweet Lil Lena,” 
said Harrison, referring to the dam of 
Sweet Lil Pepto. “I showed Sweet Little 
Lena at the NCHA Futurity. She was 
from Smart Little Lena’s first crop. This 
filly has the same look to her that can 
draw a cow.”
 Harrison, who began his training 
career under Dick Gaines, worked for 
Bill Freeman for four years, including 
1987, when Smart Date won the NCHA 
Futurity with Leon Harrell; Freeman 
placed 8th on Sweet Little Lana; and 
Harrison was 14th on Sweet Lil Lena.
