Cowan wins Non-Pro Ltd.

William Cowan wasn’t 
too concerned crack-
ing the herd as the first 

rider in the Classic Non-Pro Lim-
ited Finals. “I just wanted to cut 
three good cows that would take 
me someplace,” he said.
 Cowan’s first cow was a little 
softer than he had hoped. His 
second one was a player. But it 
was his third cut, a fast and feisty 
black heifer that really took him 
where he wanted to go.
 “That third cow was a little 
unexpected,” said Cowan, who 
marked 218 points aboard Miss 
Bay Gun, by Playgun. “I got off 
my second cow with about 30 
seconds and turned around and 
chipped the third cow. It wasn’t 

one that I had picked and it really 
pressed on me. I owe it all to my 
mare. She held the line right to 
the buzzer.”
 Cowan acquired Miss Bay 
Gun in February from his mother, 
Barbara Cowan, who owns a 
broodmare operation in Ardmore, 
Oklahoma managed by William 
Cowan. The six-year-old mare had 
been trained and lightly shown by 
James Payne before Cowan took 
up the reins. His first success was 
at the Abilene Spectacular, where 
he qualif ied for the amateur 
finals.
 “I know I haven’t shown her to 
her full potential yet because she

is a solid mare,” said Cowan. “James 
did a great job with her. A big part of it 
for me is learning to relax and trust her, 
stay loose, and ride through different 
situations.”
 Cowan, who has been cutting for 
three years, is a former roper who 
began showing in snaffle bit events at 
the urging of his wife, Michelle, who 
also cuts. He struggled at first with the 
transition from roping to cutting, but 
found that snaffle bit and cutting go 
hand-in-hand.
 “With roping they’re always telling 
you to stand up and get over the top 
of them,” he noted. “In cutting they’re 
always telling me to sit down deep and 
relax. It’s been a challenge.”
 This past winter, Cowan won back-
to-back championships on his four-year-
old, Pop N Stop CD, with wins in the 
Augusta Futurity Limited Non-Pro and 
the Memphis Amateur Futurity.

Reserve champion Jim Langdale was 
excited about his first ride in a finals 
at Will Rogers, but disappointed in his 
own judgment. Langdale scored 217.5 
points riding Widows Intentions, by 
Widows Freckles, as the third rider in 
the herd.

 Langdale had scored 219.5 on his 
33rd birthday, April 4,  to qualify for 
the Limited and Non-Pro Finals. He 
won the 2005 Western Horseman Non-
Pro Cup on Widows Intentions, while 
trainer Austin Shepard rode the gelding 
as reserve champion of the Open Cup 
and the Augusta Open Classic.

Amateur underway

Alex Graves, Wichita Fall, Texas, 
marked 218 points as yesterday’s high-
scoring rider in the first go-round of 
Super Stakes Classic Amateur competi-
tion which concludes today.
 Graves rode Smart Oh Cay, by Smart 
Little Lena. Five riders tied with the 
second-highest mark of 216. Action 
continues today.

Matlock Rose Tribute
Friends and colleagues of legendary 
horseman and cutting horse trainer  
Matlock Rose are planning a tribute to 
the 80-year-old NCHA and AQHA Hall 
of Fame member on Sunday, April 10 at 
7:00 p.m., in Will Rogers Auditorium.
 Rose was the first trainer to win a 
record five NCHA Open world champi-
onships. His first came in 1966 aboard 
Stardust Desire, followed in 1967 by 
another with Peppy San. He won again 
in 1975 aboard Peppy’s Desire, and in 
1977 and 1979 with Peponita. 
 He also won the NCHA Futurity 
in 1969 with Cee Bars Joan and was 
reserve champion in 1962, 1965, and 
1971.
 “Matlock’s got the greatest set of 
hands that anybody could have,” said 
NCHA Hall of Fame member Larry 
Reeder, who learned to ride and train 
cutting horses under Rose’s tutelage. 
“He can take a young horse and put a 
hackamore on him and put more handle 
and feel on him in five minutes than 
most people can in a lifetime.
