 A high school senior, who lives with 
trainer Don Crumpler and his family, 
Graves was a finalist in this event last 
year on Smart Oh Cay.
 “I’m just thrilled that my grandpa 
let me show him,” he said. “I’ve had 
more fun than anything else.”
 NFL legend Joe Montana was the 
next-to-last rider in the Finals and came 
out with 218.5 points.
 “Anything can go wrong in there, 
that’s the fun thing,” said Montana, 
who was riding a homegrown mare 
trained by Andrew Coates.
 “Andrew has done a tremendous job 
keeping my horses ready to show,” Mon-
tana noted. “When I came down here, 
I hadn’t ridden since the Futurity. 
 “I just don’t have the time to run 
and jump on a horse. So I came here 
and practiced on another horse that 
Andrew brought down. After that, I just 
went out and hung on, and listened to 
(Andrew).”

Green Light for Quintan Blue
The catt le that Roger Wagner cut 
yesterday on Quintan Blue never had 
a chance. The Mecom Blue daughter, 
reserve champion of the NCHA Open 
Futurity, kept the cows hooked and 
reeling in a 224-point performance that 
topped Super Stakes Open first go-round 
competition. 
 “I’ve never ridden one as smart as 
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she is,” said Wagner. “You can think a 
cow is going one way and can be riding 
her through there, and if the cow shuts 
down, she’ll read it before you do. It’s 

like a ‘she’s been here before’ sort of 
thing.”
 Quintan Blue is owned by Jim 
Vangilder’s Rock Creek Ranch, Weath-
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erford, Texas. She was bred by Wichita 
Ranch, Brenham, Texas, who owns her 
sire, and was started by Mark Lavender. 
Vangilder purchased her from Michael 
Krueger as a two-year-old and Wagner 
trained her for the NCHA Futurity, 
where she marked the top scores in both 
go-rounds and won the aggregate. She 
scored 222 points (to Spots Hot’s 225) in 
the Futurity Finals to earn the reserve 
title.
 “She’s bright on a cow, thinks all 
the time, and lets you put her where 
you want,” said Wagner. “If you can cut 
reasonably good cattle for her, she gen-
erally always stays in the right spot.”
 Quintan Blue and Wagner split 
fourth place at the Abilene Spectacu-
lar and qualified for the finals of the 
Augusta Futurity, following a first go-
round win.
 Wagner had scored 217 points on 
Friday riding Freckles Royally Doc, a 
gelded son of Freckles Fancy Twist, also

owned by Vangilder.
 “He’s a really nice horse,” said 
Wagner. “But he’s not quite as intelli-
gent as (Quintan Blue) on a cow. “If you 
can cut cows that give him a chance, 
he can make the finals. But you’ve got 
to be a little more accurate with him.”

Capital Gaines
Matt Gaines marked Saturday’s second 
highest Open score — 219.5, aboard 
One Time Pepto, owned by Jeffrey Mat-
thews, Warsaw, North Carolina. The 
gelded son of Peptoboonsmal placed 
third with Gaines at both the Abilene 
Spectacular and the Bonanza, and was 
an open finalist at the Augusta Futurity, 
as well.
 “I think he’s as good as any horse 
I’ve had,” said Gaines, who won the 
2001 Super Stakes on Sunettes Dually, 
and the 2003 Super Stakes Classic on Nu 
I Wood. “He’s such a physical horse, he 
can do so much that sometimes he will 

over do.
 “Since the (NCHA) Futurity, I’ve 
really worked hard at trying to teach 
him to be a little more patient and a 
little more efficient, to guard against 
him overreacting in spots.”
 Matthews purchased One Time 
Pepto as a yearling at the NCHA Futu-
rity Sales for what was then a record 
price (for a yearling) of $380,000. 
Gaines trained the colt from the start 
and rode him as a go-round leader at 
the NCHA Futurity, but the pair lost a 
cow in the Semi-Finals.
 Gaines also scored 218 points on 
Saturday riding Jae Bars Fancy Cat, 
owned by Crystal Creek Ranch, Aledo, 
Texas. The High Brow Cat daughter 
was trained by Clint Allen and shown 
by Allen as reserve champion of the 
Abilene Spectacular and a finalist at 
the Memphis Futurity.
 “She’s a great mare and Clint has 
done an excellent job with her,” said 
Gaines, who had asked Allen to train 
the mare for the Futurity. “I had hip 
surgery last year and she was so physi-
cal, I couldn’t ride her.
 “When I first started riding her, it 
was different for both of us,” Gaines 
added. “Clint and I ride a lot alike, but 
there’s always a little adjustment, espe-
cially on a high-powered horse like that. 
She’s got the presence and the ability 
that it takes to be a winner. I feel really 
good about her.”
