where he’s been shown.”
 Owned by Glade Knight’s Slate River 
Ranch, Weatherford, TX, 6-year-old 
Lynx Of Style, by Docs Stylish Oak, is 
the earner of more than $225,000.
 He carried Knight as sixth-place 
finalist in the 2004 NCHA Non-Pro 
Futurity, placed fourth under Mitchell 
in the 2005 NCHA Open Super Stakes, 
and was reserve champion of the  Super 
Stakes Open Gelding division.   
This year, alone, Lynx Of Style has been 
an open finalist in the Memphis Classic 
(3rd), the Abilene Spectacular Classic 
(7th), and the Bonanza Classic (13th).

Boo too
 Sweet Lil Boo, sired by Pepto-
boonsmal and owned by John Harrah’s 
Rancharrah, Reno, NV, made a 219-
point mark with Mike Mowery, as the 
third horse in the first bunch.
 “This mare has a great big heart and 
is fun to work,” said Mowery. “She’s a 
full sister to Sweet Lil Pepto that I also 
rode. As far as their cow sense and 
ability to read a cow, they’re almost the 
same.
 “She’s a little more intense on a cow, 
but it’s like the simpler you keep it at 
home for them, the better they are for 
you. They’re really smart about a cow. 
It comes naturally to them. And since 
we’re training cow horses, it’s very 
rewarding.”

earned more than $60,000 and placed 
seventh in the 2006 NCHA Open 
Derby under Mowery. Sweet Lil Pepto 
earned $219,000; another full brother, 
Pepto Taz, earned over $130,000; and 
half-sister Sweet Litt le CD earned 
$107,000.
 Autumn Acre, sired by Bob Acre 
Doc and owned by the Autumn Acre 
Alliance LP, Weatherford, TX, was one 
of two among the top 21 advancing 
horses ridden by Phil Rapp, NCHA’s 
all-time leading money earner. 
 Rapp also rode Lil Pretty Richochet, 
to earn 217.5 points. The Smart Lil 
Ricochet daughter is owned by Robert 
Graves, Hilton Head, SC.
 Rapp marked 216, as well, on last 
year’s Super Stakes champion, Dual 
Smart Rey, owned by Strawn Valley 
Ranch.
 Phil Hanson was the only other rider 
to qualify two horses with scores of 217 
or higher. He marked 217.5 points on 
Rey Jay Play,  by Dual Rey, and 217 on 
Credible Cat, by High Brow Cat. Both 
horses are owned by Lazy H Ranch of 
Thorp, Weatherford, TX.
