Novice division.
“He walked in with a limp and he

walked out with a limp, and he was still
gutty enough to perform” said Stamper.
“We got him partly over (the abscess) and
got him into the Open Finals. But I couldn’t
ride him in between. I had to stay off of
him. The abscess is still there, so we’re
going to lay him off now until it clears
up.”

Stamper was inspired to make the trip
from Oklahoma to Ogden after he judged
the Western Nationals three years ago. “I
saw the quality of the cattle and how much
fun the cutters had, so I wanted to come
back,” he said.

Playboys Silk Lena drew deep into the
second bunch. “We didn’t have enough
cows to win, but we tried,” said rider Les
Bates of the Smart Little Lena son. “He’s
been a consistent winner and he’s prob-
ably the best-minded stud I’ve ever been
around. The last few weekends, he won
first about every time.” ★

Mandy Williams, 19, of Grantsville, UT, and her 17-year-old gelding
Docs Smokin Bandit, are together — again. “We’ve had people approach us

about selling him, but he’s not for sale,” said Mandy’s father, Steve.
Docs Smokin Bandit has had numerous homes during his career, including sev-

eral stints with the Williams family. He even belonged to Lee Garner, of Batesville,
MS, while Garner hauled for the NCHA Non-Pro world championship in 1990. Gar-
ner eventually sold the horse to Alicia McCleary, with the stipulation that the Will-
iams be notified if she ever decided to sell the horse. When McCleary called Steve
Williams, he jumped at the chance to get Docs Smokin Bandit back.

“He’s a character,” said Williams. “He’s 17, but you’d think he was a kid. He’s
just full of life.” Mandy won last year’s Senior Youth Western Finals on Docs Smokin
Bandit, but couldn’t pass up Lee Garner’s offer to let her ride Peponitas Acre, NCHA
Non-Pro Futurity champion, in the Shoot-Out. ★

Eddie Stewart, of Andrew, TX, condi-
 tions his horses the old-fashioned

way — with lots of ranch work.
“I think ranch work is the only way

to go,” said Stewart, reserve champion
of the Non-Pro division and a finalist in
the $10,000 Novice/Non-Pro. “Most
people don’t have a place to go ride fif-
teen or twenty miles at a time. But when
you’ve got some big old pastures and a
lot of country to ride in, it makes a dif-
ference. We ride all of our horses out-
side.”

Stewart rode Freckles Aboy, a nine-
year-old Freckles Playboy son he ac-
quired two years ago. “He’s a big stout
horse and I’m a big guy,” said Stewart,
who noted that the horse had only earned
$600 before Stewart purchased him.
Stewart was reserve champion of last
year’s Western Nationals and a Non-Pro
finalist.

“It’s been a thrill to come and com-
pete against all these fine people and ride
a good horse,” said Stewart. “It’s the high-
light of my life, I guess. It’s all I know.”
